THE FOLLOWING SPECIFICATIONS ARE MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

GENERAL:

The equipment required under these specifications is to be used by the Department of Public Works. It shall be new and unused, of the latest production model as evidenced by the manufacturer’s published literature and it shall conform to all specifications contained herein.

Detailed specifications of the exact equipment offered must accompany the bid.  Any and all supplies, parts and/or attachments not specifically mentioned but necessary to furnish equipment complete shall be furnished by the successful bidder.

The equipment shall conform in strength, quality of material, and workmanship to what is usually provided by good engineering practice, and any added allied equipment shall be installed in such a manner so as not to adversely affect the original manufacturer's product.

SAFETY:

The complete equipment shall comply with all applicable Federal and State Motor Vehicle, OSHA regulations and safety standards and codes, and any other applicable regulations in force at the time of delivery.  All applicable warnings and warning labels required by law must also be complied with accordingly.

STANDARDIZATION:  

It is expected that all equipment delivered under the contract resulting from these specifications will be built with identical and interchangeable parts and components.  If any substitutions or changes are made for such reasons as production or improvement of product, the Department of Public Works Fleet Manager must approve said substitutions or changes.  A separate line setting ticket (specification sheet) for each serial numbered piece of equipment shall be furnished on delivery.  

DELIVERY:  

Delivery is an important factor in determining the award.  The successful bidder shall deliver the equipment complete, serviced and ready to operate, to the Department of Public Works Highway Garage.  Arrangements may be made by calling (860) 448-4075, Monday through Friday, 8AM until 3PM.


WARRANTY:

All warranty work shall have a full, no cost, 100% parts and labor coverage.  It shall be as required herein or the standard normally offered, if greater.  A manufacturer’s authorized representative shall perform the warranty work.  All warranties and guaranties shall begin at the time when the equipment is placed into Town service.  The Department of Public Works will notify the awarded contractor when each piece of equipment is placed into service.

An official warranty contract statement or information booklet stipulating warranty terms offered must accompany the bid at the time of the bid opening and be endorsed by the manufacturer.

TRAINING MATERIALS:

The successful bidder shall supply one (1), DVD, or CD relative to operating and servicing of the equipment offered.  If available, one copy of the media should be submitted with the bid for Town of Groton evaluation.  Media will be returned to all non-qualifying bidders. 

The successful bidder shall supply a competent representative to provide a minimum of one eight (8) - hour training course.  The course shall include all aspects of operating and servicing the complete unit, including the diesel engines.

The training shall be conducted in the confines of the Town of Groton during normal working hours.  The classroom will be supplied by Town of Groton

DEMONSTRATION:
 
The purchaser reserves the right to require a demonstration of the equipment bid on or a prototype prior to awarding the bid.

NONCOMPLIANCE:

Where equipment offered does not comply with one or more items of these specifications, the manufacturer’s bid proposal shall clearly describe deviation.  These specifications are in full effect unless amended in writing by the purchaser.  Purchaser reserves the right to reject bids wherein deviations from the specifications are a matter of conjecture, and the right to accept bids deviating from the specification if they are deemed advantageous to the Town.

INSPECTION:

The Department of Public Works reserves the right to inspect the equipment offered in this bid during their production stages at the factory.  The Town of Groton will bear the expenses related to the production inspection trips for its employees.

Production inspections at various stages may also take place where the allied equipment is being installed and the same conditions shall apply.

General:

The platform body and crane will be mounted on a new 2013 Ford F-350 Cab and Chassis dual rear wheel with 4-wheel drive.  The bid shall include the installation of a front bulkhead, ½” pintle plate with “D” rings and receiver tube, poly rear fenders and the complete assembly shall be painted black.  

Body: 

The body shall be similar in construction and quality to a Cadet Truck Bodies – Western Style body.  The vehicle to which this body will be mounted has an 84” C.A. and has dual rear wheels.  The purpose of this body is to transport heavy materials to and from the job site so the unit must be capable of standing up to a rigorous work environment.  The body must be equipped with an integral front bulkhead with the capability to prevent damage to the truck cab and its occupants from shifting loads while at the same time allowing visibility out the rear window.  The body shall also be equipped with appropriately spaced stake pockets for future use.  All body lighting shall be LED and conform to state and federal guidelines and be installed with sealed connectors.  

Crane:

The crane shall be similar in quality and construction to a Liftmoore model 3200REE-15.  The desire is to mount the crane in a location to maintain the maximum amount of open space on the body preferably near the curbside front of the body with the possibility of parking the crane either along the headboard or down the curbside of the vehicle. The exact location will be determined by Fleet Manager and the chosen bidder.  The crane will have the ability to lift a minimum of 3200lbs. at 3-feet of elevation and have the capability of extending under its own power from 7-feet to 11-feet with the added capability of being extended to 15-feet manually.  The crane shall include an 18-foot long pendant capable of complete operation of the unit. The crane shall also include a manual jack leg to meet the stability requirements of OSHA 1910.180  

Manuals:

One (1) operator’s manual for the unit, plus One  (1) detailed repair/maintenance manual and one (1) parts book (preferably customized to this piece of equipment is to be supplied.) Whenever additional allied equipment is installed a complete set of manuals and wiring diagrams shall be furnished for each piece of equipment as well.  All manuals and diagrams are to be delivered with the piece of equipment.
