UNDERGROUND FUEL STORAGE TANK REPLACEMENT

PROJECT NARRATIVE

The project is to remove an existing 1,000 gallon UST and install a new doubled wall 2,000 gallon UST and make all the appropriate service connections. It is the Contractor responsibility to perform the following work;
General

Work to be performed between the dates of July 8, 2013 through August 23, 2013

Work Hours – Monday – Friday 7:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m./Saturday 8:00 a.m. - 2:00 p.m.

Library will be open during construction and all precautions to avoid conflict with pedestrians and available parking spaces are necessary.

Proper attire and conduct is required at all times

Submission and approval of new tank shop drawings and specifications is required prior to the commencement of construction activities.

All work shall be in compliance with NFPA 30 & 31.

Tank Removal

Existing tank removal all applicable State and Federal Regulations.

All fluids in the tank shall be pumped and removed from the tank shall be disposed at an approved recycling facility and proof of such disposal presented to the Town prior to the release of payment by the Town.
The tank shall be cleaned and transported to a proper recycling facility for disposal. There shall be no crushing or cutting of the Tank on-site.

Two soil samples beneath the tank shall be collected and delivered to a third party laboratory for testing and results presented to the Town Fire Marshall prior to installation of the new tank.
Drain and remove all existing underground outside of the building and cap all underground piping within the building.
Coordinate Inspection with Town Fire Marshall and Building Official

Complete the Abandonment or Removal of Underground Tank Checklist.
Overnight protection of an open hole must be provided

Any shoring/stabilization of the work area shall be included in the lump sum bid

Any dewatering that requires environmental treatment shall be an extra as well as any soil contamination removal to be negotiated prior to implementation. 

Tank Replacement

Install a new 2,000 gallon UST fiberglass double wall 30 year warranted tank including all connections to start and run the existing boiler.

Excavate the current tank pit to the appropriate size to install the new tank in accordance with manufacturers’ specification and all Local, State, & Federal guidelines.   

Type “L” Copper piping shall be utilized for all supply and return lines installed in a PVC sleeve. All PVC fittings to be solvent welded. The water tight sleeve is to extend from the Manway to inside face of the foundation.
Drain and Cap all interior supplies and returns
New supply and return lines to be installed at the location depicted by the Town. 

Install an Electronic Leak Detection Monitoring System with printer
Coordinate inspections with Building Official and Fire Marshall

Backfill material shall be per the manufacturers’ specifications. 
Restore area to original condition 
Present Customer Closure Report

Run the existing boiler after connection. 

Final installation shall meet all manufacturers’ pressure testing and installation requirements.
Shall provide warranty documentation transferred to the Town and al factory testing results.
