DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS

The Department of Motor Vehicles is seeking a qualified contractor to provide landscaping services for the Bridgeport office located at 95 Sylvan Avenue, Bridgeport, CT 06606.

RFP # Bridgeport Landscaping

Mandatory walk-through:  Thursday, August 22, 2013, 8:30 a.m.  at the Bridgeport DMV, 95 Sylvan Avenue, Bridgeport, CT  06606.  

Bids closing date: Monday, September 9, 2013, 10:00 am.  
Work to be completed no later than November 30, 2013.

Contractor will provide experienced personnel to perform landscaping services. Contractor must provide proof of insurance. 

If contractor is not currently an approved State of Connecticut vendor, a W-9 and Agency Vendor Form will need to be provided.

Schedule:  

Contractor to perform work on Mondays when possible. Contractor must not interfere with customer traffic.
Scope of Work:  The entire grounds of the Bridgeport office require landscaping. The goal is to provide a thorough exterior clean-up of the property. 
1) Immediately surrounding the physical Branch building: 
a. Along three open sides of the building prune healthy shrubs. Remove dead or sickly shrubs/plantings bordering the building and replace plantings (type of planting to be recommended by contractor). Establish mulched beds and apply weed prevention. 
b. Along wooded side of building, clear all over-growth to tree line and up side of building, (opening up access to building). Trim trees. Apply long term heavy weed barrier to retard growth (contractor to recommend most effective method). Fill in stone to match existing stone along length of building. 
2) Area at rear of building by dumpster: Clear out all brush and shrubs to tree line. Trim trees. 

3) Rear parking lot along Sylvan Avenue: clean out all islands.  Provide loam/fill as needed to level ground. Reseed. Remove dead tree near Colonial Avenue. 

4) Large center island along Sylvan Avenue: remove all existing shrubs and replace plantings (type of planting to be recommended by contractor). Plantings must be low maintenance. Area to be leveled and filled with loam/soil as necessary, weed prevention applied and heavily mulched. In areas where curbing has been destroyed and/or removed, grade soil to curb. Put up stakes and tape to keep pedestrians out while new plantings establish. 
5) Bank – mow and remove debris from entire bank area. 
6) Parking lot islands – remove all existing shrubs and replace plantings (type of planting to be recommended by contractor). Plantings must be low maintenance. Area to be leveled and filled with loam/soil as necessary, weed prevention applied and heavily mulched. Put up stakes and tape to keep pedestrians out while new plantings establish. 
7) Apply weed kill to all cracks, joints and spaces between any concrete surfaces, pavement, basin tops, curbs and foundations. Weed control is to be performed using spraying, hand weeding and string trimming. This also includes any unwanted weed trees that have grown in planting areas.
8) Trim dead branches out of trees as needed. Prune and shape shrubs around DMV entrance sign. 
9) Mow and trim entire grounds. Clippings to be picked up and bagged as needed.  

Contractor will be responsible for the removal and disposal of all materials trimmed, cut, pruned, dug-up from property. 

All items as outlined above to be priced separately. DMV reserves the right to pick all or some of services described above.
