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The Juvenile Justice Intermediate Evaluation (JJIE) and the DCF Intermediate Evaluation (DCFIE) provide a comprehensive and multidisciplinary outpatient assessment for children referred by the Juvenile Court and DCF.  The JJIE is a forensic evaluation that addresses potential psychological issues that may impact the pending legal proceedings.  The results of the evaluation are used to assist or educate the court on the child/youth's psychological complexities and to offer treatment alternatives at disposition.  The DCFIE is a clinical evaluation used for treatment planning and coordination of care.  The evaluation is conducted by a multi-disciplinary team consisting of a board certified child psychiatrist, licensed clinical psychologist, licensed clinician, and child care staff.

The evaluation takes place in the course of 2 weeks.  The provider has an additional week to complete the report.  The evaluation includes: 
1. a comprehensive psycho-social assessment of the child including educational history, previous juvenile involvement, current and previous treatment interventions, protective service history, and recommendations for follow up treatment care; 
2. home visit; 
3. strength based assessment of the child and family; 
4. trauma screening and assessment;

5. substance abuse screening for the child;

6. multi-axial assessment; 
7. intellectual functioning of the child;
8. observation and documentation of client behavior and interactions during their participation in the evaluation; and

9. an integrated clinical formulation and recommendations that will address specific referral questions.

In an effort to increase utilization, the JJIE contract was amended, effective 7/1/12, to add the (DCFIE).  While the JJIE's are court ordered, the DCFIE's are DCF referred for children who are involved with the Department AND Juvenile Justice System AND required a comprehensive level of evaluation.  The DCF referrals are funneled through a regional gatekeeper.  The JJIE referrals are funneled through the CSSD Clinical Coordinator.  A Protocol and Practice Guide was developed for the courts and DCF to explain the referral and evaluation process, the report format, and the responsibilities of the gatekeeper.  Providers are finalizing brochures for distribution.
In FY13, the providers received 154 referrals and completed 131 evaluations.  The contract is for 350 evaluations annually.  Some of these evaluations which were completed during this reporting period were referred and/or admitted during the previous reporting period.  Likewise, referrals that were received FY13 may be completed in the next reporting period.  Timeframes have been split between the JJIE and the DCFIE's to explore any differences between the two, as some of the challenges they face could be different.  

There were 104 JJIE's completed in FY13.  Statewide, the average time for the evaluation from court order to report completion was 47 days.  There were 27 DCFIE's completed.  Statewide, the average time for the evaluation from the completed referral received to report completion was 59 days.  Providers report delays in completing the report due to family availability/cooperation, family's lack of understanding of the process/evaluation, complexity of cases, the need of child to slow down the testing period, weather related re-scheduling, short staffing, multiple simultaneous referrals, and delays in obtaining collateral information.  
In FY12, there were 127 JJIE's completed.  At the time there were no DCFIE, but some exceptions were made for DCF involved youth who were also involved in the Juvenile Justice System.  Statewide, the average time for the evaluation from referral to report completion was 39 days.  There has been a slight increase in evaluations completed but the length of time to complete the evaluation has increased by about a week.
