NOTICE TO CONTRACTOR – PRE-BID SITE VISIT 

 
A Pre-Bid Site Visit will be held on April 24, 2014, 10 am at Bradley International Airport, 
Terminal B, Associated Concourses, and the old International Arrivals Building. 
 
Work for this Project involves areas that are part of the airport security system and access to the 
area is restricted.  There will be no other opportunity afforded to Bidders to inspect the interior 
spaces of the buildings and project site areas located on the secure Air Operations Area (AOA). 
Non-secure land side areas of the project site are accessible to Bidders during normal working 
hours. Any unauthorized entry into non-public, secure/restricted areas of the Airport will be 
considered trespassing and offenders will be subject to arrest.  
 
The Pre-Bid Site Visit will consist of a walking tour of the main interior spaces of the buildings 
and around the exterior perimeter of the buildings. Buildings included on the Pre-Bid Site Visit 
where work will be performed consist of the Pedestrian Corridor between the Sheraton Hotel and 
the former International Arrivals Building (IAB), IAB, Terminal B (Murphy Terminal), 
Concourse A, and Concourse B. 
 
All attendees must bring hard hats, safety vests, and safety shoes to the site visit.  No one will be 
allowed on the site visit without wearing this safety gear. 
 
Those planning to attend must contact Mr. Philip Melchionne, Contract Section, prior to April 
22, 2014, by E-mail to DOTContracts@ct.gov for confirmation. Each proposed attendee must 
provide name, name of firm, phone number, place of birth and a legible copy of valid driver’s 
license depicting attendees photograph, driver’s license number and date of birth of each 
attendee proposed.  Attendees will be subject to a security screening prior to admittance to the 
project site.  Only two attendees per company will be allowed.  No attendee substitutions will be 
allowed. 
 
Bidders are advised that no questions will be entertained at the site visit. For all questions you 
must follow the procedure explained in the special provision entitled “NOTICE TO 

CONTRACTOR – PRE-BID QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS”. All questions must be 
submitted no later than 4:00 PM, Monday, April 28, 2014. 
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
