Sealed bids will be received by the Town of Groton at the Town Hall Annex, 134 Groton Long Point Road (across from R.E. Fitch High School) Groton, CT until 2:00 p.m., prevailing time on August 5, 2014 and then at said office publicly opened and read aloud. Proposals received after that time will be returned unopened.

In accordance with the stipulations found in Article 4 of the Supplementary Instructions to Bidders, a Bid Bond (AIA Document A310) may be required as bid security in the amount of 10% of the base bid.  A certified check in the amount of 10% of the bid will be accepted in lieu of a Bid Bond. Certified Checks shall be made payable to Owner.

In accordance with the stipulations found in Article 7 of the Supplementary Instructions to Bidders, a Performance Bond and Payment Bond (AIA Document A312) in an amount equal to 100% of the estimated Contract price recorded in the proposal form of the Contract as executed may be required from the successful bidder for the faithful performance of each of the Contracts. The bonds furnished must be in favor of the Town of Groton and executed by a surety company authorized to transact business in the State of Connecticut and approved by the Director of Public Works and accompanied by a power of attorney.
