SCOPE OF WORK

The scope of work is detailed as follows:

Base Work
· Replace (5) rooftop HVAC units with (5) new rooftop HVAC units

· Existing roof curbs and support to be reused and coordinated with new roof curb adapters and new rooftop HVAC units. 

· All unused portions of existing roof curbs to be blanked off

· Provide supply/return duct connections/transitions from the existing ductwork to the new HVAC units

· Convert pneumatic heating valves serving RTU-1 & RTU-3 duct mounted heating coils to DDC. DDC control valves shall be tied into the existing Andover controls system. 

· Rooftop units shall be tied into the existing Andover controls system

· Contractor shall provide all wiring and controllers for complete installation

· Contractor shall provide/extend all power/wiring in support of HVAC equipment  

 

Alternate #1

· Replace existing pneumatic controls serving VAV boxes noted on drawings; 5 total. DDC control valves shall be tied into the existing Andover controls system.

· Replace existing pneumatic controls on all cabinet unit heaters and fan coil units noted on drawings; 90 total. Digital relays and space thermostats shall be tied into the existing Andover controls system.

· Contractor shall provide all wiring and controllers for complete installation

· Contractor shall provide/extend all power/wiring in support of HVAC equipment

· Replace existing zone dampers and moduline diffusers with new terminal boxes, linear diffusers and controls. DDC controls shall be tied into the existing Andover controls system.
