Prior approval from the Director of Parks and Recreation is required before contractor can perform any work above the approximate number of jobs assigned.  Jobs above the number specified will be performed at the same rate as quote for each respective job.  Quotations shall be submitted per unit designated.
Work hours in the Hollow must be performed Monday through Friday before 5:00 p.m.  All other areas may be worked Monday through Saturday.  Operations within the playground shall be scheduled prior to usage and cease when attendance creates a safety hazard.   Bills are to be submitted monthly for job performed as specified.

Provide details of your organization including a list of equipment owned, number of personnel, whether subcontractors will be hired and for what jobs, etc.  Current Certificate of Insurance will be required (sample requirements attached) of the successful bidder, including proof of workers’ compensation insurance.

The Board of Selectmen may accept the bid(s), which in its sole discretion it determines to be in its own best interests or it may reject any or all bids. SCOPE OF JOBS
MOW - Grass areas to be maintained at minimum of 1-1/2" and maximum of 2" for ballfields, lawn areas and greens.  All paper, trash, branches, litter, etc. to be removed before mowing.  Mow schedule will be flexible to allow for weather conditions, i.e., excessive or lack of growth.  Preferred mowing of all athletic fields schedule Monday and Tuesday.

* TRIM - Every other mowing, unless otherwise noted, trim around trees, flowerbeds, fences, lawn edges, etc. where mower will not do the job.

Approximately: Seventeen (17) for each location quoted.

SPRING CLEANUP - In late March, or as weather permits, but no later than April 14, rake and remove leaves, brush, limbs and debris from all mowed and maintained areas.
Guaranteed minimum - One (1) for each location quoted.

MOW (con’t)
FALL CLEANUP - In Fall (October and November) must be finished by November 30, rake and remove leaves, remove limbs and debris.  All stockpiled debris shall be removed at the end of each daily operation.  Approximately three (3) applications.  Prior to last leaf removal invoice, Contractor shall contact Director of Parks and Recreation to verify and inspect work has been completed as specified.
Guaranteed minimum - Three (3) for each location quoted.

PRUNING - Prune and trim trees and bushes throughout the growing season at the recommendation and at the direction of Tree Warden and/or Director of Public Works.
Guaranteed minimum - One (1) for each location quoted.

MULCH - After spring cleanup, spread shredded bark mulch around all trees, planted areas and flowerbeds, as directed.  Bark mulch material to be supplied by the Town of Woodbury to be picked up at the Public Works Facility by the contractor.

Guaranteed minimum - One (1) for each location quoted.

TOWN SHALL SUPPLY GRASS SEED, CLAY, LOAM, MULCH AND FERTILIZER UNLESS OTHERWISE SPECIFIED.

DAMAGE – Contractor will be held responsible for damages to trees, shrubs and/or other plant materials associated with damages incurred and caused by equipment used by the Contractor for mowing and/or trimming.  Contractor shall replace any and all plant materials damaged in association with the work contracted and at sole discretion of the Town Tree Warden and/or the Director of Public Works.

Contractor shall carry the following minimum insurance coverages and a Certificate of Insurance must accompany all bids:

1.  Commercial General Liability (Form 1988 ISO Occurrence Form or equivalent)

   $1,000,000 - Each Occurrence for Bodily Injury and Property Damage



   $1,000,000 - Personal Injury 



   $2,000,000 - General Liability Aggregate Limit 



   $2,000,000 - Products, Completed Operations Aggregate Limit

Town of Woodbury, its officials, employees and volunteers, MUST be additional insured with reference to this project.  The policy endorsement evidencing this coverage must be provided with the certificate of liability insurance.

The insurer shall waive all rights of subrogation against the Town of Woodbury, its officers, employees and volunteers arising from work performed by contractor for the Town of Woodbury. 

2.  Automobile Liability covering all owned non-owned and hired vehicles.


Limit:
$1,000,000 - Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage.

3.  Statutory Workers Compensation and Employers Liability with limits of $100,000 each 
Accident, $100,000 Disease-each employee and $500,000 Disease-policy limit.  

Insurance carriers providing the required insurance coverages must have an A.M. Best’s financial rating of “A-VII” or better.

Any subcontractors working this project must also comply with these requirements and provide current certificates of insurance to the Town of Woodbury.
