SPECIFICATIONS FOR:  Rehab of Old Town Clerk Brick Building at 6 Main Street South, Woodbury, CT
Contractor is required to visit site to measure work and familiarize him/her-self with working conditions. Contractor is responsible for determining quantity of materials needed to complete the job. Contract price is to include all labor, materials, tools and equipment to complete work. A building permit is required, but the Town of Woodbury will waive the permit fee. Contractor is responsible for payment of the State Educational Fee on the value of the work. Proof of Worker’s Compensation and liability insurance in amounts to satisfy the Town are required.
Scope of Work:  to carry out the necessary steps to restore the Roof, Façade, and Exterior of the Structure in a manner that will be in keeping with the Historical Nature and Value of the Site.  The workmanship must be carried out in a professional manner and the selection of the material used must be approved by the Public Building Commission and the Historical Committee.

The following work is to be completed:
1. Fill in all holes and missing mortar on all walls and cut and point all of the rear wall and chimney areas where necessary.

2. Coat the entire masonry surfaces with a clear moisture proof sealer.
3. Clear away all loose material, dirt, and foreign matter and use new stones where needed to seal the foundation opening down to a level six inches below grade.

4. Re-grout foundation stones where necessary.

5. Remove unused steel rod and electrical hardware on the sides of building and grout in holes.

6. Strip and clean existing roofing material coating and apply a new waterproof coating system.

7. Scrape and Clean and Paint all previously painted surfaces with two coats of new material.  Using same original colors.

8. Clean and paint and reset light fixture over front door.
PRESSURE WASHING OPTION, PLEASE QUOTE SEPARATELY:                   

Pressure wash entire building.

LANDSCAPING OPTION, PLEASE QUOTE SEPARATELY:

Grade soil in front of building and construct a Belgium block curb to hold back the soil, and plant four small shrubs in the bed.  Spread 6 inches of mulch over soil.
