Bids will be received for furnishing all labor, materials, tools and equipment necessary to stabilize some of the existing historic windows, frames and sills to prevent water damage to windows themselves and to interiors of the existing building, in accordance with the Contract Documents.  There are 5 different styles of window, and we are requesting separate estimates for each style, identified as A,B,C,D and E.  Our budget is limited to $15,000 and the estimates will allow us to determine how many windows can be restored.
The successful bidder will have 90 days to complete the project, commencing August 3rd, 2015 with completion by October 26th.

There will be a mandatory pre-bid meeting at Wednesday, July 8, 2015 at 3:00 PM at 20 Forest Street, Stamford, Connecticut. The meeting will include a walkthrough of the site and a review of all of the contract documents. 

The above-mentioned Owner reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to waive any informalities in bidding. All Bid Documents must be completely filled in when submitting. Any incomplete bids will be disqualified. No bid shall be withdrawn for a period of twenty (20) days subsequent to the opening of bids or until the next workday immediately following said period, if such period ends on a weekend or State holiday, without the consent of the above-mentioned Owner.

Partial funding for this project is provided by Connecticut’s Historic Restoration Fund.

All work must meet the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties and be approved by the Department of Economic and Community Development, State Historic Preservation Office.
