Optional On-line Catalog Opportunity:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Contracted items can be available for purchase through a punch-out or hosted catalog with the University of Connecticut HuskyBuy application.  HuskyBuy is the University’s online procurement system where end-users (faculty and staff) can purchase products electronically at any time.  The University has partnered with SciQuest, Inc. to provide this purchasing tool to its academic and administrative community.  SciQuest is a Web-based sourcing and requisitioning solution for laboratory products, office supplies, electronics and other commodities.  Through HuskyBuy, end users at the University of Connecticut have the ability to easily source and purchase products from contracted suppliers who make their data available electronically through the application.

Technical Specifications for On-line Catalog (not all are required for catalog set-up):
1) Ability to accept online orders 24/7.
2) Ability to add customizable branding with the University logo to the dedicated website.
3) Provide a dedicated Project Manager or designated team for the implementation and maintenance of the punch-out or hosted custom catalog.
4) Ability to place orders in a “punch-out” or “hosted” format which will have a direct interface with our financial system, Kuali, via SciQuest.
5) Ability to support cXML PO delivery (for punch-out option).
6) Ability to support E-invoicing.
7) Ability to provide real time access to the net contract price (for punch-out option).
8) Ability to review the shipment status of items ordered.
9) Provide automated e-mail notification for all out of stock and back ordered items.
10) Ability to recall an interrupted order.
11) Ability to place orders with established min/max dollar amounts per item and/or per order, as determined by the University
12) View only mode which permits end-users to look up information but prohibits actual order placement.
13) Ability to remove or not display specific products for on-line ordering.
14) Ability to edit profile of end user online.Access to selected wholesaler’s electronic catalog (text only), as determined by the University.
15) Access to selected wholesaler’s electronic catalog (with pictures), as determined by the University.
16) Access to all items in selected Wholesaler “Pricer”, as determined by the University.
17) Ability to provide real-time contract pricing on the on-line catalog website.
18) Ability for designate representatives to view account information specific to the University.  This includes account billing information as well as department user information.
19) Ability to pool University orders to reduce individual deliveries.
20) Ability to reference purchase order number to process electronic purchase.
21) Ability to specify default shipping addresses.
22) Ability for individual user to select from several shipping addresses.
23) Ability user to change logon password.
24) Ability of on-line ordering system to be used with Apple based and IBM compatible based computer hardware.
25) Ability to initiate returns and receive credits online.
Additional Technical features/capabilities for punch-out option:

2) Is access to your Web based ordering system through a public Website or a special secured Website?

7) Access to your firm’s on-line order system will be provided without any long distance toll charge to the University.  No other charges for accessing and/or using your firm’s on-line ordering system will be allowed.
