AGREEMENT FOR 

LANDSCAPING SERVICES 

1. PARTIES
THIS AGREEMENT is between DeMarco Management Corporation DMC as managing agent for the State of Connect Department of Transportation and the Contractor.
2. FACTS
2.1
Owner.  State of Connecticut Department of Transportation
2.2
Contractor.  Contractor is a Connecticut corporation, which is in the business of providing Landscaping services and has the expertise and experience of such business to provide first-class services for professional commercial properties.

2.3 Specifications.  Contractor has carefully reviewed the Specifications and is familiar with the requirements thereof.  The Specifications are attached hereto as Exhibits A and B and incorporated herein by this reference as if set forth in full. 

2.4
Purpose.  DeMarco Management Corporation desires to engage Contractor for the purpose of providing Landscaping services for the property grounds and Contractor seeks to be so engaged, on the terms and conditions set forth in the Agreement.

3. ENGAGEMENT OF CONTRACTOR
3.1
Services.  DMC hereby engages Contractor to perform and Contractor hereby agrees to perform the services identified in the Specifications on the terms and conditions contained in this Agreement and in the Specifications.  Such services are hereafter referred to as the “Services”.

3.2
Independent Contractor.  Contractor is engaged as an independent contractor, and all persons employed to furnish the services shall be subject to the direct control of Contractor.  Contractor shall be solely responsible for paying salaries, taxes (including, but not limited to federal social security taxes and federal and Connecticut unemployment taxes) and all other expenses relating to its employees.

3.3
Equal Opportunity.  Contractor shall not discriminate in its employment practices on the basis of race, religion, sex, age, or national origin and shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws regulating employment practices.

3.4Labor Disputes.  Contractor shall not permit any dispute between labor organization and Contractor to result in a work stoppage or any form of picketing or protesting in or near designated property or the common areas, and shall take all necessary actions to abate such activities. 

4.   COMPENSATION
4.1
Payment.  Payments will be made monthly in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the value of the service satisfactorily completed during each month after receipt and approval of the invoice by DMC within forty five (45) days of receipt of invoice. The fee structure as noted in Exhibit ‘B’ shall apply for all identified services.  Services outlined in exhibit B are all-inclusive.

4.2
Withholding Funds.  DMC will retain from any payments due hereunder-sufficient funds for the following reasons:


4.2.1
To discharge any delinquent accounts of Contractor for which liens on designated property have been or can be filed, and DMC may at any time pay for these from for Contractor’s account such amounts as are admittedly due there from.  Funds will be withheld for any work deemed by Owner’s representative as not meeting the requirements of this Specification.

4.2.2
To provide funds to cover cost of property damage by Contractor to designated property.  All expenses to cover damages shall be completed by Contractor approved by Owner.

5.   PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES
5.1
Standards of Performance.  Qualified, competent and efficient personnel in accordance with the recognized best practices and industry standards and in a manner so as to minimize the risk of injury to persons and property shall perform the services.  If for any reason a person employed by Contractor is not performing in accordance with the foregoing standards, Contractor shall immediately relieve such employee from his duties and shall simultaneously substitute another employee.

5.2
Equipment.  Contractor will provide all landscaping equipment and materials necessary to perform the services and should be in good working order.
5.3
Hiring, Training, and Supervision.  Contractor shall be solely responsible for the hiring, training, and supervision or its employees, subject to the terms and condition of the Agreement and of the Specifications.

5.4
Compliance with Laws.  In performing the Services, Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state, county, and city statutes, ordinances, and regulations.

6. TERMS AND TERMINATION
6.1 Term. The term of this Agreement shall be for the 2016 season commencing April 1, 2016 through October 31, 2016
6.2 Termination. Either party to this Agreement may terminate this Agreement at any time with or without cause by giving the other party not less than thirty (30) days prior written notice of such termination; provided, however, that DeMarco Management Corporation may terminate this Agreement upon forty-eight (48) hours prior written notice to Contractor if Contractor, for any reason whatsoever, fails, refuses, or is unable to perform the Services in accordance with this Agreement, as determined by DMC at its sole discretion.

7.  INSURANCE AND EMPLOYEE BONDS
7.1
Workers’ Compensation. Contractor shall obtain and maintain throughout the term Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability Insurance, which shall comply with the statutory requirement of the State of Connecticut and shall apply to all persons employed by Contractor.

7.2
Comprehensive Liability Insurance.  Contractor shall obtain and maintain during the term of this Agreement Primary Comprehensive General Liability Insurance (including Automobile Insurance) in limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per each occurrence for injury or death for any number of persons, and of not less that One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per each occurrence for property coverage for Contractor’s obligation under Section 7 thereof.

7.3
Evidence of Insurance.  Contractor shall furnish to DeMarco Management Corporation a copy of such insurance policies as we may request and insurance policies within ten (10) days of the execution of this Agreement.  Such certificate shall provide that DMC shall receive at least thirty (30) days prior written notice of cancellation, and shall name the State of Connecticut Department of Transportation and DeMarco Management Corporation as additional insured as their interests may appear (ATIMA).
7.4
Insurance Ratings. All insurance obtained by Contractor shall be maintained with a responsible company or companies (with a Best’s rating of B+ 13 or better) approved by DMC and shall insure the Owner, Manager, mortgagees, ground lessors, agents, representatives, officers, directors, employees, independent contractor, invitees, and any other parties designated by Owner from time to time (collectively, the Indemnities) and Contractor, as their respective interests may appear, to the extent indemnified pursuant to Paragraph 8, against all claims, demands, or actions for injury, death, and property damage.

8.0  INDEMNITY
8.1
Contractor shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Owner, its employees and agents, from and against any and all suits, actions, legal proceeding, claims, losses, demands, costs and expenses of any kind and character (including, but not limited to, attorney’s fees and expenses) arising directly or indirectly out of or by reason of any liability or obligation in any manner caused, or occasioned or claimed to be caused or occasioned by any act, conduct, omission, fault or sole or concurrent negligence of Contractor, or anyone acting on behalf of Contractor in connection with or incident to this Agreement or the performance of the Services. 

8.2
Owner shall not indemnify and hold harmless Contractor from and against any loss, damage, injury, liability, claim or lien resulting from the sole or concurrent negligence or willful misconduct of Contractor, or anyone acting on behalf of Contractor.
9.0  MISCELLANEOUS

9.1
Assignment.  DMC may assign its rights and delegate its obligations under this Agreement without the consent of Contractor.  Contractor may not assign its rights or delegate its obligations under this Agreement without DMC’s prior written consent, which may be withheld at DMC’s sole discretion.

9.2
Successors and Assigns.  Subject to the provision of Paragraph 8, if this Agreement conflict with or contradict the provisions set forth in the Specifications, the provisions of this Agreement shall control.

9.3
Conflict with Specifications.  In the event that any of the terms of this Agreement conflicts with or contradicts the provision set forth in the Specifications, the provisions of this Agreement shall prevail.
9.4
Entire Agreement.  Except as otherwise provided herein, this Agreement supersedes all prior understanding and agreements, oral or written, between the parties concerning the subject matter hereof.

9.5
Notices.  Notices, requests, and demands or other communication hereunder shall be in writing and shall be delivered personally, by electronic mail or shall be deemed delivered forty-eight (48) hours after deposit with the U.S. Postal Service, postage prepaid, first class, as set forth in Schedule A.

9.6
Connecticut Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of the State of Connecticut.

9.7
Attorney’s Fees.  If either party brings an action to enforce or interpret any of the terms of this Agreement, or to recover damages as a result of a breach of hereof, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the party not prevailing its costs and expenses, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, incurred in prosecuting or defending the actions and any appeals taken there from.

GENERAL CONDITIONS
 
EXHIBIT ‘A’
1. SCOPE
A.  Coverage
The contractor shall perform the following specified services throughout the entire premises, as is defined in the following and attached Exhibit ‘B’.

B.  Quality
The intent of this specification is that the Contractor will provide Landscape Maintenance services of a character customarily provided to first-class building developments in Western Connecticut, whether such services are included in the specifications or are special services requested by the Owner.  Owner to be sole judge of said quality and required frequency of services to be provided herein.

2. GENERAL
A. Schedule

Generally, landscape maintenance services can be provided during normal working hours Sunday through Saturday. 

B. Supervision 

Contractor shall employ competent supervisory personnel who will inspect the property weekly and be available to respond to client questions and concerns as requested.  The Supervisor shall investigate all owner complaints, report all items needing improvement or maintenance and generally supervise the landscape maintenance of the premises.

C. Personnel

Contractor shall employ on the premises only persons skilled and trained in the work assigned to them.  Contractor shall promptly furnish substitutes qualified for any employees that, in the sole opinion of the Owner, are unsatisfactory.

D. Rules 

Contractor shall at all times maintain good order among its employees and shall ensure compliance with building rules and regulations, copies of which will be provided by the Owner from time to time.

     VII.
GENERAL CONDITIONS:
· Contractor will make every effort to complete the assigned tasks as scheduled,  


  task delays due to inclement weather conditions are to be addressed as soon as 


  practical once the weather conditions improve.

· Should weather conditions cause an unexpected amount of debris to be spread 

                  over the property the contractor will clean-up the debris as quickly as possible.

· Contractor is encouraged to suggest ways to improve the overall appearance  


 of the property which are outside the scope of work defined. The contractor 


 will receive owner approval prior to implementing any changes outside of this 


 scope of work.

VIII. SCOPE OF WORK




EXHIBIT B
1. AREA OF RESPONSIBILTY: All work to be performed is to take place within, on and specifically limited to the designated areas, hereinafter and collectively referred to as the "PREMISES".  At no time shall any work be performed inside the fences adjacent to the tracks or on the station platforms.  All personnel are to respect fence lines and are not permitted to enter the area between the fence and the railroad tracks.
2. GROUNDS MAINTENANCE:

A. General Statement: Work under this Item shall consist of spring cleanup, weed control and trimming, tree and shrub fertilization & maintenance, landscaped area maintenance and fall leaf removal, All materials, labor, equipment, and supplies are to be furnished by the Contractor.

B. Spring Cleanup: Rake out all planting areas, remove leaves, branches and other debris and remove from PREMISES. The snow removal contractor is responsible for removal of any material deposited during the snow removal operations.

C. Weed Control: Pre-emergent and post-emergent application of an approved material shall be applied to vegetation found growing in the LANDSCAPED/MULCHED AREAS. One (1) pre-emergent application will be applied between April 1st and April 15th and one (1) post-emergent application will be applied between July 10th and July 30th.

D. Mowing/Timing: Grass shall be maintained at a maximum height of 
2 ½ -inches with clippings cast evenly on the lawn/ground surface. Frequency shall be sufficient to keep the PREMISES neat in appearance and prevent the need for raking and clipping removal (at least once per month during the growing season). If raking and clipping removal are required, it shall be at no additional cost to the State and clipping disposal shall be the responsibility of the Contractor in accordance with environmental regulations. Weed trimming shall extend one (1) foot beyond all guardrails, without going on the other side of the guardrail, unless otherwise indicated on the PREMISES Maps. 

· The Madison Station is the only station with grass areas to be mowed. 
· The Branford Station has a bank that requires mechanical trimming once per month during the growing season

E. Tree and Shrub Maintenance: Tree and shrub maintenance shall include the removal of unsafe trees, storm damaged trees and limbs, broken limbs, directional pruning to develop central lead shade tree heads and open heads for flowing trees, naturalistic pruning for evergreens, and the removal of dead trees.  

F. Landscaped Area Maintenance, pull weeds, remove branches and other vegetation debris from all landscaped areas and dispose of offsite on a bi-weekly basis.

G. Fall Clean Up/Leaf Removal: Cut back all seasonal plantings and remove from premises.  Leaves shall be raked, gathered, and removed from the PREMISES, including between shrubs during the month of October.  The proper disposal of leaves and seasonal plantings off site is the responsibility of the Contractor.
