SCOPE OF WORK

The work of this contract includes, but is not limited to the following:
· Remove approximately 1,870 SF of existing, multi-ply gravel surfaced built-up roofing, perlite and polyisocyanurate roofing insulations, and sheet metal and membrane flashings at the boiler wing.  

· Replacement roof system to consist of an adhered vapor retarder, 3.5” multi-layer adhered polyisocyanurate insulation, ½” adhered cover board, and adhered 60-mil EPDM roof membrane with membrane stripping at all seams.    

· Repair of concrete roof deck substrate

· Replacement of deteriorated wood blocking as encountered

· Install new perimeter blocking at the building perimeter (±170 LF) to match insulation height(s) 

· Replacement of existing drainage scupper and downspout

· Construction of new drainage scupper and downspout

· Replace reglet wall flashings with one-wythe through wall flashings

· Strip in existing coping flashing seams with membrane and copper flashings.
