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INVITATION TO BID

ROOF REPLACEMENT – WOODBURY FIRE HEADQUARTERS
TOWN OF WOODBURY, CT 

The Town of Woodbury, AA/EOE/Title VI, is seeking bid proposals for the re-roofing of approximately 12,000 sq. feet of existing roof area at Woodbury Fire Department, 25 Quassuck Rd., Woodbury, Connecticut.  Bid documents may be obtained, after June 15th, at the First Selectman’s Office, 281 Main Street South, Woodbury, CT 06798, telephone (203) 263-2141, upon non-refundable payment of $50 (made payable to Town of Woodbury) for each set of Bid Documents.  Personal checks will not be accepted.  Partial sets will not be made available.  Plans/specs. must be picked up in person; bid documents will not be mailed. 

Two (2) copies of all proposals should be submitted in a sealed envelope, with "BID DOCUMENT - DO NOT OPEN – FIRE HEADQUARTERS ROOF" clearly marked on the outside of the envelope, to: First Selectman William J. Butterly, Jr., 281 Main Street South, Woodbury, Connecticut 06798 by 10 a.m. on Thursday, June 30, 2016 at which time they will be publicly opened and read aloud.  Bids received late will not be opened.

Prospective bidders shall examine the "Instruction to Bidders" and "Supplementary Instructions to Bidders" and shall comply and conform strictly with the conditions and instructions contained therein.  Mandatory pre-bid conferences on site will be held at the Woodbury Fire Department, 25 Quassuk Road, Woodbury, CT, on Monday, June 20, 2016 and Wednesday, June 22, 2016 at 10:00 AM.  
A Bid Bond of ten percent (10%) of the bid amount is required.  The selected bidder will be required to post Performance and Payment Bonds in the full amount of the Contract Sum.  The Contractor must submit AIA Form 305.  Contractors Qualification Statement must be submitted with the bid. This contract is subject to state contract compliance requirements, including non-discrimination statutes and set-aside requirements. The Contractor must demonstrate good faith effort to meet the 25% set-aside goals.  The contractor shall comply with all State of Connecticut Prevailing Wages Rate requirements.
The selected firm must meet all municipal, state and federal AA and EEO practices and requirements.  MBEs/WBEs/SBEs are encouraged to apply.  The Town of Woodbury reserves the right to reject any and all bids in whole or in part or may waive any informalities in the bid, if, in its opinion, is in the best interest of the Town.  All bid documents must be completely filled out when submitted.  Bids must be firm and may not be withdrawn for a period of 90 days following the bid opening.

Bids may be held by the Town of Woodbury for a period not to exceed ninety (90) days from the date of the opening of bids for the purpose of reviewing the bids and investigating the qualifications of the bidder prior to awarding the contract.  As indicated in the Supplementary Instructions to Bidders, demolition can commence on or after July 10, 2016 and work for the entire project must be substantially complete on or before September 9, 2016.
