INTRODUCTION

These specifications are for bids from firms or individuals (Contractor) for the following services at the Bloomfield School facilities in Bloomfield Connecticut:

INSPECTION, TESTING, MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR OF SPRINKLER SYSTEMS

All bids shall be submitted to Bloomfield Public Schools in accordance with these specifications and the conditions as set forth in the proposal request documents.  The successful respondent will be required to sign a contract with the School District, which will comply with the terms and conditions hereof.

	It is the intention of Bloomfield Public Schools to select a Contractor to provide these services based on factors which include the comprehensiveness and quality of the proposal, the experience of the Contractor, the costs submitted by the Contractor, and factors which, in the opinion of Bloomfield Public Schools, will lead to efficient, cost effective, and well maintained facilities.  Price in and of itself will not necessarily be the deciding factor in awarding the contract.


SPECIFICATIONS AND INSTRUCTIONS

1. Purpose:  The Contractor will efficiently provide its services at Bloomfield Public Schools, Bloomfield, CT. (a description of the work is attached as Exhibit A)

Bloomfield remains responsible for insuring that the facilities are in conformance with state law and shall monitor the Contractor through periodic monitoring and reports.  Bloomfield retains control of the quality, and general nature of its facilities. Bloomfield shall be assured by the Contractor that all federal, state and local regulations are being met in performing work under this contract.

2.	Contract: A contract in the form of a Purchase Order issued to the Contractor.  The contract shall include the Contractor's proposal as finally accepted and the districts approved purchase order.

3.	Contractor Eligibility: The Contractor must submit appropriate evidence demonstrating the ability and the resources to provide the specified services. Submittal of this information must include a list of school districts in Connecticut that the contractor has performed work at.

4.	Contractor Responsibility: It is the responsibility of the Contractor to examine all provisions and visit each and every location where work is to be performed to become fully acquainted with the sites, problems, conditions, and other factors that pertain to the operation.  No claim for relief due to mistakes or omissions will be entertained and each Contractor will be held to his proposal.  Bloomfield reserves the right to waive errors in proposals, to accept other than the low bidder, and reject any or all proposals at its discretion.

5.	Facilities and Equipment: The Contractor will be responsible to take proper care of all property, furniture, fixtures, equipment, and facilities of Bloomfield, as applicable, and shall leave them in the condition in which found.

6.	Fiscal Arrangements: The Contractor shall keep and maintain accounting and billing records for the duration of the contract.  Within fifteen (15) working days after the end of the provision of services, Contractor will provide Bloomfield with detailed invoice for all of its costs.

7.	Personnel: All personnel required to perform under the contract shall be the employees of the Contractor.  Salaries and fringe benefits for such employees will be determined and provided solely by the Contractor unless otherwise stated in the bid specifications. The Contractor will make available, staff which, in the opinion of Bloomfield and the Contractor, is adequate for efficient management and to provide supervision.

8.	Social Security Taxes: The Contractor and each Subcontractor shall pay the taxes measured by the wages of all their employees as required by the Federal Social Security Act and all amendments thereto, and accept the exclusive liability for said taxes. The Contractor and each Subcontractor shall also indemnify and hold the Owner harmless on account of any tax measured by the wages aforesaid of employees of the Contractor and each Subcontractor, assessed against of the Owner under authority of said law.

9.	Unemployment Insurance: 	The Contractor and each Subcontractor shall pay unemployment insurance measured by the wages of his employees as required by law and accept the exclusive liability for said contributions. The Contractor shall also indemnify and hold harmless the Owner on account of any contribution measured by the wages of aforesaid employees of the Contractor and each Subcontractor, assessed against the Owner under authority of law.

10.	Occupational Safety and Health Act: The Contractor and each Subcontractor shall comply with the requirements of the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 and the Construction Safety Act of 1969, including all standards and regulations which have been promulgated by the Governmental Authorities which administer such Acts and said requirements, standards and regulations are incorporated herein by reference.

	The Contractor and each Subcontractor shall comply with said regulations, requirements and standards and require and be directly responsible for compliance therewith on the part of his agents, employees, and material men and shall directly receive and be responsible for all citations, assessments, fines or penalties which may be incurred by reason of their agents, employees, or material men failing to so comply.

	The Contractor and each Subcontractor shall indemnify the Owner and save them harmless from any and all losses, costs and expenses, including fines and reasonable attorney’s fees incurred by the Owner by reason of the real or alleged violation of such laws, ordinances, regulations and directives, Federal, State, and Local which are currently in effect or which become effective in the future, by the Contractor, or material suppliers.

11.	Discounts:  Buying and purchasing procedures will be according to state statutes and Bloomfield policy and the Contractor will make every effort to take advantage of all trade discounts and rebates which shall be credited to the cost of operations.  The Contractor will practice all feasible economies in the operation of Bloomfield’s facilities.  No employee, official, manager, or representative of the Contractor shall accept gratuities or "kick-backs" of any sort.  In the event of a violation, the personnel shall be immediately dismissed by the Contractor.

12.	Records, Certifications. Etc.: The Contractor shall keep full and accurate accounts and records in connection with the services covered in this contract.  All such records shall be retained by the Contractor for a period of six (6) years and shall be subject to audit by the Bloomfield Schools and by the representative of the Department of Education, at any time during regular working hours and any reasonable place.  The records shall be kept in paper and electronic format.  Both formats shall be accessible by Bloomfield.

Breach or violation of the contract will be subject to available remedies prescribed by law.  The Contractor will be totally and completely responsible for seeing that the operation is in complete conformity with all rules and regulations of the Connecticut Department of Education, Bloomfield, and all other applicable Federal, State, and Local laws, codes or regulations.  All assessments to Bloomfield for noncompliance will be paid by the Contractor.


13.	General:  It will be strictly understood that the Contractor and its employees shall at no time bring upon the premises any alcoholic beverages for sale, gifts, or use in any manner whatsoever. No tobacco or drugs in any form are to be used by the Contractor or any of its employees on the premises.

14.	Award:  Award of contract will be to the Contractor that submits a proposal that is determined to be responsive to the invitation and most advantageous to Bloomfield.  Such determination will be based upon, but not limited to, the following criteria:

A.	The demonstrated ability of the Contractor to successfully provide services in a school facilities program of similar size.
B.	The depth, extent, scope, and availability of support personnel, including the amount of personnel representation, visitation, and coverage by principals of the Contractor.
C.	The proposed personnel scheduled for the contractor and the proposed cost.
D.	The Contractor’s demonstration of having a complete understanding of the district's facilities and its service requirements, as described in this proposal and all addenda.

It is the responsibility of the Contractor to submit with their proposal, information regarding the above criteria.

15.	Insurance:  The successful Contractor will not commence work under the terms of the specifications until it has furnished a Certificate of Insurance to Bloomfield showing that it has Contractor's Public Liability, Property Damage, and Workmen's Compensation insurance providing and including full coverage for all subcontractors, the Bloomfield Schools, its agents, and employees.  The minimum limits are: bodily injury, $500,000 -$1,000,000; property damage, $100,000.  Insurance policies shall contain a day cancellation and/or modification clause with the requirements of a written notice by the insurance company to the Bloomfield Public Schools.  

16.	Indemnity:  The Contractor assumes the entire responsibility and liability in and for any and all damages and/or injuries of any kind or nature whatsoever to all persons, whether employees or otherwise, and to property arising out of or resulting from the services provided as herein set forth and provided for in the contract, and for any and all damages and/or injuries of any kind which shall occur in connection therewith and said Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and save harmless Bloomfield Public Schools, its agents, servants, and employees for and against any and all losses, expenses, including legal fees and disbursements, damages and/or injuries growing out of or resulting from or occurring in connection with the execution of the work herein provided for including, by way of example and not by way of limitation, any losses, expenses including legal fees and disbursements, damages or injuries occurring in connection with or resulting from the use by the Contractor, its agents or employees, of any equipment, stock, appliance, implements, works, tools or machinery, or any other property owned, rented, borrowed by or assigned to the aforesaid Bloomfield Public Schools arising under any law whatever, which may be in effect in the locality in which the work is situated or otherwise.

16.	Subcontractors:  Bloomfield will recognize only the successful contractor for the proper execution of the entire work under the contract. 


17.	Miscellaneous:  

A.	The selection of the Contractor to serve the needs of Bloomfield is an important and complex task.  It is recognized that there are probably many persons and/or entities that can provide the services and which would adequately meet these needs.  Bloomfield will exercise both objective and subjective rationale in the selection process.  The Request for Proposals is intended to provide interested parties with uniform information concerning the requirements for submitting proposals.  In responding to this Request for Proposals, proposal requirements and content format indicated herein must be adhered to.  Failure to respond to all of the information requested may result in the disqualification of the proposal.  The Contractor is free to suggest alternative program variations that would achieve Bloomfield's objectives as stated above.

B.	The submission of a proposal will be construed to mean that the respondent is fully informed as to the extent and character of Bloomfield's requirements, and the respondent represents that it is willing and able to furnish the services requested in a satisfactory manner in complete compliance with the specifications.

C.	Once submitted, all proposals become the property of Bloomfield, which reserves the right to reject any and all proposals.  Proposals must be firm and may not be withdrawn for 90 days, or until Bloomfield awards the contract, whichever comes first.

D.	Bloomfield shall not be liable for any costs incurred by respondents in preparing or submitting proposals.

	E.	Bloomfield reserves the right to accept any item or group of items proposed in any proposal, unless the respondent qualifies its offer by specific limitation.  Bloomfield reserves the right to select a respondent who is not the lowest priced respondent as it deems in its best interest.

	F.	Bloomfield reserves the right to reject any proposal, in whole or in part, and to waive technical defects, qualifications, irregularities, and omissions, if, in its sole judgment, the best interests of Bloomfield will be served.  Each proposal received within the required time frame will be evaluated individually by Bloomfield.  Each evaluation will come of necessity, consistent subjective judgments concerning each proposal.

G.	Bloomfield reserves the right to negotiate with any respondent regarding changes to the original proposal which may be deemed to be in the best interests of Bloomfield.


	H.	Bloomfield shall consider the successful Contractor to be the sole point of contact with regard to contractual matters including payment to performance of service by the Contractor, its agents and employees.  

I. If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this Request for Proposal or otherwise provide additional information, an addendum will be issued by Bloomfield and furnished to all prospective respondents who have received copies of this original Request for Proposal.

EXHIBIT A
DESCRIPTION OF GOODS AND SERVICES FOR INSPECTION, TESTING,
MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR OF SPRINKLER SYSTEMS

1. GENERAL:
This Contract covers the requirements for the Bloomfield Public Schools per the Contract for Inspection, Testing, Maintenance and Repairs of Wet type Sprinkler Systems, which all may also be referred to as “Equipment” or “Item” or “Part”.
Bloomfield shall issue a purchase order with the Contractor that best suits their business needs and based on the list of the services and/or equipment they require. 
Proprietary equipment is not allowed under this Contract.
[bookmark: h.gjdgxs]2. APPLICABLE CODES/RECOMMENDATIONS:
Where applicable, all work under this Contract shall be performed in strict accordance with all applicable National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) codes (such as NFPA’s 13, 14, 17, 17A, 22, 25, 101 and/or any other ones that may apply), latest revision accepted by the State Fire Marshall, Connecticut Fire Safety Codes (CFSC) and Connecticut Fire Prevention Code, latest revisions, latest revision, to include the National Electrical Code, International Building Codes, International Mechanical Code and International Existing Building Code, latest revisions accepted by CT State Building Code; Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations, if applicable; Manufacturer recommendations and/or requirements, as well as any other applicable Occupational Safety and Health Administration, Underwriters Laboratories (UL) and/or any other Federal and/or Connecticut Regulations/Statutes/Codes and any other industry standards. If any of these codes/requirements change and have an impact on the Contract, a Contract Supplement may be issued to reflect these changes.
3. CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS:
3.1. General:
Contractor shall have continued to maintain an organization capable of performing the work hereinafter described, in continuous operation for at least the past three (3) years.
Contractor shall be required to have a representative available, at reasonable times, for consultation with Bloomfield should the need arise.
Contractor shall provide a telephone number (preferably toll-free but not required), for their facility’s location and shall be available twenty-four hour/7 days a week for emergency service.
Contractor shall staff a maintenance center within Connecticut. The center may be comprised of maintenance personnel housed in multiple locations within Connecticut.
Contractor shall continue to maintain the capability and experience to service (to include testing, inspection, maintenance and repairs) all components of Bloomfield’s sprinkler systems and other related equipment. All employees performing any service under this Contract shall be the Contractor's full-time employees. Refer to Section 10 of Exhibit A regarding subcontracting exceptions.
Contractor shall have adequate personnel on their staff to perform the required tasks outlined within the Contract.
Contractor’s Technicians shall be qualified and experienced to perform the work listed in this Contract. Contractor is responsible for providing all necessary training and certification for their staff for those specified Systems at the Contractor’s expense.
Contractor shall be completely responsible for their work, including any damages or breakdowns caused by their failure to take appropriate action.
Contractor shall provide technical job service calls, wiring data and stocked authorized parts, dedicated to the manufacturer’s systems.
Contractor shall coordinate all work with Bloomfield prior to beginning any work. Contractor shall follow all Bloomfield’s working policy procedures while performing any working within the facility. All work shall be performed during normal working hours.
No additional charges shall be allowed, but not limited to, the following under this Contract: equipment rental (with the exception of lift equipment), truck charges, fuel surcharges, travel time, travel costs, trip charges, mileage charges, portal-to-portal rates, parking fees, ancillary fees and costs including permits, licenses, insurance, and other expenses not listed within the Contract.
Contractor shall provide their own personnel and equipment necessary to perform testing, inspection and maintenance services, including mechanical lift equipment for gaining access to devices that are not readily accessible. Contractor shall not utilize any Bloomfield equipment, tools, ladders, etc. to perform any service or installation, unless approved by the Bloomfield’s Director of Facilities. Contractor shall maintain the equipment and materials provided for the work consistent with applicable safety and health codes.
If it is determined that the Contractor shall be providing lift equipment to access devices covered under this Contract, any surcharges relating to the provision of this equipment the Contractor shall provide Bloomfield with an actual copy of the lift rental equipment invoice and is entitled to a surcharge for scheduling and coordinating rental of the required lift equipment. Lift expenses shall be listed separately when billed separately with the service.
If any portion of Bloomfield’s system is not operational or deficient for a period of 48 hours - Bloomfield reserves the right to Contract with another Contractor for emergency repairs. If the cost is more than the contracted price, the difference in cost may be charged to the Contractor.
Contractor shall be responsible for the proper operation and function of all Systems.
Bloomfield has the option not to perform any test. If the Bloomfield requests that a test not be performed, Bloomfield shall submit the request in writing to the Contractor and result in a corresponding reduction in the amount paid to the Contractor.
Contractor shall sign in and sign out with a Bloomfield representative, unless directed otherwise by Bloomfield. Failure to sign in or out or leave a signed work ticket at the site, whether intentional or unintentional, shall be understood that the service was not performed.
If the Contractor does not perform according to the Contract, Bloomfield reserves the right to Contract with another Contractor.
Contractor shall not be liable for any loss and/or damage to any equipment caused by or resulting from the following items, these exclusions also apply to maintenance, inspection, testing and warranty items:
EXCLUSIONS:
• Repairs made necessary due to Acts of God, accidents, water damage, flood, the public enemy, vandalism, power surges, lightning, fires or any other cause external to the equipment.
• Damage resulting from alteration, negligence or misuse, tampering, abuse or other cause not related to a defect in material or workmanship.
• Repair damage caused by fire or other casualty (except that caused by the Contractor), willful or grossly negligent operation or handling of the equipment by Bloomfield’s personnel.
• Shop reconditioning or replacement, if normal repairs and parts cannot keep equipment in good working order.
• Updating of equipment, changes in specifications or modifications or equipment requested by Bloomfield shall be approved in writing from Bloomfield.
• Installation of new equipment.
• Daylight savings time changes or clock program changes. However, if these changes are done during one of the annual inspections, there will not be any additional charges.
• Shorts, grounds and/or any other problems associated in the facility’s pre-existing wiring not installed or under maintenance by the Contractor.
• Nuclear reaction or nuclear radiation or radioactive contamination, all whether controlled or uncontrolled, and whether such loss be direct or indirect, proximate or remote, or be in whole or part caused by, contributed to, or aggravated by any other peril; provided however, that direct loss by fire resulting from nuclear reaction, nuclear radiation, or radioactive contamination shall not be deemed to be included in the exclusion set forth on this subparagraph; 
• Any act of terrorism. For the purpose of this subparagraph, an act of terrorism means an act, including but not limited to the use of force or violence and/or the threat thereof, of any person or group(s) of persons, whether acting alone or on behalf of or in connection with any organization(s) or government(s), committed for political, religious, ideological or similar purposes including the intention to influence any government and/or to put the public, or any section of the public, in fear.
• Malfunctions, which cannot be immediately diagnosed and pinpointed to a certain piece of equipment or service, will require the participation of the service Contractor until the responsibility for the problem has been unequivocally established. In no instance shall the failure to resolve the issue of responsibility relieve any Contractor of their obligation to restore system operation.
3.2. Licenses:
Contractor shall maintain a current F-1 license issued by the Connecticut Department of Consumer Protection, Occupational Licensing Division. Contractor’s personnel performing repairs to Systems shall maintain a current F-1 or F-2 license.
When electrical work is required, the work shall be performed by an individual having a current L-5 or E-1 license, as determined by the type of work to be performed. Tests shall not be conducted by independent Contractors (as defined by the IRS). All fire pump controller work shall be performed by an individual having a current E-1 or E-2 license. If Backflow testing is part of the work, the Contractor shall have certification for backflow testing approved by each entity with jurisdiction over the public water system.
Bloomfield, at any time during the length of the Contract, may ask the Contractor to provide proof of any of the above referenced licenses or certifications.
Contractor’s personnel shall carry their licenses with them when performing any type of service and show the required licenses to Bloomfield as proof prior to beginning any type of work, if requested.
3.3. Response Time:
All service calls should be started within twenty-four (24) hours of notification regardless of the time of day and completed without delay.
Emergency service rendered under this Contract shall be available continually on a twenty-four (24) hour per day/7 days a week basis. Contractor must provide a telephone number (preferably toll free but not required) for Bloomfield where they are able to speak to a live person or are able to leave a voice message. If a voice message is left, the Contractor shall call Bloomfield back within one (1) hour after receiving the emergency call. Contractor personnel, with the expertise necessary to correct the problem, on site within two (2) hours or less (this includes nights, weekends and holidays) after receiving the emergency call.
Since the inspection and testing are required by code authorities, the Contractor will be required to complete all inspections and tests within thirty (30) days from written notification from Bloomfield or the Contractor will notify the designated Bloomfield Representative when tests are due and also provide forty-eight (48) hours prior to the date they plan to perform the test, unless stated otherwise by Bloomfield. For inspections and testing scheduled date(s),  the Contractor will schedule with Bloomfield a minimum of one week in advance. The inspection and testing also requires the submission of all required reports. 
3.4. Notification To Alarm Company:
Prior to performing any work on any system, the Contractor will notify a Bloomfield Representative at the facility and the applicable monitoring company of the impending test. Contractor shall contact the local authorities prior to a test conducted on the alarm system, if applicable. The Contractor will be responsible for any penalties, fines, damages, or actions imposed as a result of a failure to notify the alarm company. The Contractor will retain the name and title of the alarm company representative to whom the notification was made. The Contractor will verify the receipt of signal(s) from the alarm company. When all service has been completed, the Contractor must notify the monitoring company that the alarm for the system has been activated again. The Contractor is responsible for obtaining written documentation from the alarm monitoring company that in fact the proper alarm signal was received and shall furnish such documentation to Bloomfield.
3.5. Site Inspection/Walk Through and Use of this Contract:
Bloomfield shall schedule a mandatory site inspection/walk-through prior to the Contractor submitting their bid to Bloomfield. The date of the mandatory site inspection/walkthrough is indicated within these specifications.
Contractor(s) shall provide a bid to Bloomfield by completing Exhibit D. The Contractor shall populate the quantity in the appropriate line items for that specific Bloomfield’s location. The final calculated price will be the actual annual cost for annual, semiannual, quarterly inspections and testing, preventative maintenance and minor repairs of the sprinkler system(s) and/or fire pump(s) for that specific location.
Once all quotations are received, Bloomfield shall issue a Purchase Order to the Contractor with the lowest, responsive price that best meets Bloomfield’s requirements.
3.6. Add/Delete a Service to the contract:
Bloomfield reserves the right to add/delete any service, at any time, during the term of the Contract.
If Bloomfield needs a specific service added to the Contract, Bloomfield will submit the request in writing a price for the specific service from the Contractor. Once Bloomfield has received all the quotes, Bloomfield will review and approve the prices through a Purchase Order adjustment.

4. REQUIREMENTS FOR INSPECTION, TESTING, MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS OF SPRINKLER
SYSTEM:
Contractor shall provide the following services:
4.1. Service and cost shall include quarterly and annual inspections and testing per year, preventative maintenance (according to the manufacturer’s recommended schedule) and minor repairs to any of the sprinkler system, to include but not limited to, pumps, water storage tanks and backflow prevention devices. Prices submitted shall include the inspections, testing, maintenance and minor repairs of key operational items, but not limited to, valves, control valves, flow switches, fire department connection, any necessary disassembly, gongs, alarms, sprinklers, piping and water supplies, cleaning and lubrication, and checking of all valves and alarms along with the furnishing, installing and cleaning any necessary parts. All labor shall be included.
4.2. Minor repairs shall be defined as work an F-1 or F-2 licensed fire Sprinkler Fitter or certified backflow Preventer tester can perform during a routine inspection with tools normally carried. Examples are as follows:
Tightening packing glands on valves, tightening plugs, replacing light bulbs in pump panels, filling water storage tanks, cleaning strainers, cleaning and/or adjusting water motor alarm gongs so that they may operate, cleaning check valves and/or adjusting pump pressure operating switches.
Any repair(s) and maintenance that is found necessary and is beyond the preventative maintenance and minor repairs requirements listed above shall be charged at the labor rate and provide a discount off list price for all materials, maintenance supplies and/or equipment costs which shall all be listed on the invoice, as listed in bid submission. Hourly rates shall be billed at normal business day; after hours and Saturday; Sunday and Holidays.
Contractor shall receive written approval from Bloomfield prior to making any additional repairs to the system that are beyond the terms for minor repairs listed above.
4.3. Fire protection systems with public water supply and cross connection protection (i.e. reduced Backflow Preventer or Double check Valve Assemblies) shall be inspected and tested quarterly and fully tested annually by a Connecticut Certified Backflow Preventer Tester. A separate backflow preventer test report shall be provided for each backflow preventer in each location/building. A copy of the report shall be supplied to the representative witnessing the test.
4.4. All tamper switch adjustments and resets are the responsibility of the Contractor.
4.5. Cost for parts not covered under the routine Quarterly and Annual Inspections, Testing, Preventative Maintenance and Minor Repairs of this Contract, including all parts required due to vandalism and/or abuse, shall be per bid submission.
4.6. At the conclusion of each inspection, the Contractor shall provide a written report to the individual designated by Bloomfield. Refer to the Section 8 - Maintenance/Service Reports. Refer to Exhibit E for Sample Reports that may be used for Inspection and Testing or the Contractor may provide similar reports but the reports must contain all of the information listed in Exhibit E and shall be per all code requirements. Note that these Inspection and Testing Reports may change at any time during the term of the Contract due to any type of code changes.
4.7. Bloomfield has the option not to perform any test. If Bloomfield requests that a test not be performed, Bloomfield will submit the request in writing to the Contractor and result in a corresponding reduction in the amount paid to the Contractor.
4.8. In no case shall any maintenance, testing, or inspections be performed that is not in conformance with NFPA, CFSC and manufacturer recommendation and/or requirement.
4.9. Bloomfield shall retain the option of having agency personnel present at any inspection or corrective visit.
5. REQUIREMENTS FOR FIVE (5) YEAR INSPECTION AND TESTING:
Contractor shall perform the following five (5) year inspection and testing when requested by Bloomfield.
Bloomfield personnel shall contact the Contractor to schedule any of the following tests. It is Bloomfield’s decision if any of the following tests shall be performed. All of the five year inspection and testing will be performed and charged on a time (per hourly labor rate) and material basis.
5.1. Five (5) year Hydrostatic Dry Standpipe Test:
• Hydrostatic Tests shall be conducted every 5 years on dry standpipe systems. The hydrostatic test pressure shall be measured at the low elevation point of the individual system or zone being tested.
5.2. Five (5) year Internal Valve Inspection:
• Alarm & check valves shall be inspected internally every 5 years to verify that all components operate correctly, move freely and are in good condition. Internal components shall be cleaned, repaired, or replaced as necessary in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.
• Preaction and deluge valves shall be inspected internally every 5 years, unless tests indicate a greater frequency is necessary, along with all strainers, filters, restricted orifices, and diaphragm chambers.
• Five (50 year Internal Valve Inspections is to be performed on every applicable system.
5.3. Five (5) year Obstruction Investigation:
• An investigation of piping and branch line conditions shall be conducted every 5 years by opening a flushing connection at the end of one main and by removing a sprinkler toward the end of one main and by removing a sprinkler toward the end of one branch line for the purpose of investigating for the presence of foreign organic and inorganic material.
• 5 year obstruction investigation is performed on every applicable system.
5.4. Five (5) year Standpipe Flow Test:
• Flow Test shall be conducted every 5 years at the hydraulically most remote hose connection of each zone of an automatic standpipe system.
6. INSPECTION, TESTING, MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS SERVICE REPORTS:
Upon completion of any inspection, testing, maintenance, repairs, and/or any other work, a legible written service report must be delivered to the Bloomfield Representative at the facility at the time of the inspection/service.
The service report shall include the following information for each request for maintenance/service, but not limited to:
• Date and time notified
• Date and time of arrival
• Location of Service
• Bloomfield contact person and telephone number
• Name of technician performing maintenance, Contractor’s name, business address and telephone number
• Description of malfunction reported
• Diagnosis of failure and work performed
• Date and time failure was corrected
• Supply manufacturer and manufacturer’s part number for all parts replaced
• Charges for the service, if applicable
• Departure Time

This report shall be signed (printed and signed legibly) by the contact person/designee at the Bloomfield’s location and by the Contractor’s technician.
Within three (3) business days or sooner, the Contractor shall provide Bloomfield with a final report and a cover letter. The report shall indicate any deficiencies found; provide a quote for the deficiencies; and detail what needs to be corrected. This report should also include specific code reference to any code violation(s), if applicable.
The final inspection report shall provide all the information that is required and that will insure compliance with all applicable codes and recommendations as outlined in Section 2 of Exhibit A. Refer to Exhibit E and the appropriate NFPAs for examples of the Inspection and Testing Form(s) for Sprinkler Systems to include but not limited to, pumps, water storage tanks and backflow prevention devices.
The final report shall be signed (printed and signed legibly) by the Contractor’s technician. These reports shall be kept as a permanent record for all inspection, testing and any service performed.
If requested, an additional copy of the report shall be submitted to Bloomfield Fire Marshal.
7. REPLACEMENT/REPAIR PARTS:
All replacement/repairs parts, miscellaneous parts and materials shall be newly manufactured and shall be guaranteed to be standard new equipment, latest model of regular stock product and current production, with all parts regularly used with the type of equipment offered, as applicable. Also, no attachment or part shall be substituted or applied contrary to the manufacturer's recommendations and standard practice. Parts shall meet or exceed manufacturer’s specifications. Any parts replaced under the terms of the Contract shall be replaced with parts from the same Manufacturer as the part that is being replaced.
Prices shall be based on a percentage discount/up-charge from the Contractor’s cost as indicated in the bid submission. Prior to payment approval or to satisfy audit requirements, Bloomfield may require copies of invoices or other documents concerning the purchase price. The discount/up-charge will be a single whole percentage and will be applied to cost of the part.
8. WARRANTY:
The warranty period is for a minimum one (1) year or the manufacturer’s standard warranty, whichever is longer and shall begin immediately after installation, testing and Bloomfield acceptance. The warranty will provide the full cost to replace the defective item(s) and any labor, packing, shipping, etc. required to replace the defective item(s).
The products shall be represented and warranted to be free from defects in materials or workmanship, and shall substantially conform to the specifications, performance standards, and descriptions in the documentation, so as to provide use of the products in accordance with such documentation without significant functional downtime to Bloomfield’s ongoing operations during the warranty term. If, during this period, such faults develop, the unit or component affected will be repaired or replaced without any cost to Bloomfield. Where accessories are to be supplied, they shall be compatible with the rest of the equipment.
Work performed under this Contract shall be fully guaranteed against defect due to faulty material and/or workmanship.
9. LABOR RATES:
The labor rates are to be considered straight time costs for work accomplished during normal working hours between 7:00 AM and 4:30PM, Monday through Friday, excluding all State/Federal Holidays Days with a minimum of one (1) hour. Any work performed after hours, weekends or holidays shall be allowed a minimum of two (2) hours and shall only be permitted with written approval from Bloomfield.
10. SUBCONTRACTING:
Subcontracting shall not be allowed under this Contract except for electrical and fire pump portions only, per the terms listed below.
Contractor shall be allowed to subcontract the electrical portion of this Contract to a licensed electrical contractor who meets the qualifications set forth in the Contract.
Contractor shall be allowed to subcontract the fire pump portion of this Contract for inspection, testing, repairs and maintenance of fire pumps. The Contractor shall inspect and test the fire pumps immediately after the subcontractor has completed any repairs and maintenance. There shall be no lapse of time between the subcontractor completing the service and the Contractor inspecting and testing the fire pumps.
Should the Contractor choose to utilize a subcontractor, it shall be understood that the Contractor shall be liable for any accrued expenses under the terms of this Contract. The Contractor is responsible for contacting and paying the subcontractor. If the Contractor subcontracts, the sole responsibility of the job will rest upon the Contractor, not the subcontractor. If the Contractor has any problems with the subcontractor, it is the Contractor’s responsibility to handle and resolve all problems. If the problems are not resolved, the Contractor shall find another means to complete the job by the stated deadline.
Contractor is only allowed to charge Bloomfield their hourly rate listed in the bid submission. If the subcontractor charges the Contractor a lower hourly rate than the Contractor’s hourly rate listed in bid submission, the Contractor shall charge the Bloomfield the subcontractor’s hourly rate. Contractor shall provide the Bloomfield with a copy of the subcontractor’s quote upon request.
All billing invoices will be issued from the Contractor only. The Contractor shall be responsible for all payment or fees charged by the subcontractor.
Contractor shall ensure that the subcontractor is made aware of, understands, and abides by all the Contract terms and conditions. The Contractor shall provide the Subcontractor with copies of all the terms and conditions that are included in the Contract.
If a Contractor elects to utilize any additional subcontractor(s) for any work listed within this Contract, the Contractor shall submit their request in writing to Bloomfield for approval prior to any such subcontractor commencing any work.
11. CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS:
11.1. Contract Separately / Additional Savings Opportunities
Bloomfield reserves the right to either seek additional discounts from the Contractor(s) or to Contract separately for a single purchase, if in the judgment of Bloomfield, the quantity required is sufficiently large, to enable Bloomfield to realize a cost savings, over and above the published Contract prices, whether or not such a savings actually occurs.
11.2. Security
Contractor shall adhere to established security and/or property entrance policies and procedures established for Bloomfield. It is the responsibility of each Contractor to understand and adhere to those policies and procedures prior to any attempt to enter the premises.
11.3. Purchase Orders
Refer to Section 14 – Purchase Orders of the Contract Document.
11.4. Payment / Invoicing
Refer to Section 4(b) – Payment Terms and Billing of the Contract Document. Please note that all invoicing will be made to Bloomfield in arrears.
Contractor’s invoices: Invoices shall reference Bloomfield purchase order number, date of service, location of service, description of work performed, and be itemized by inspection service type or labor hours and part unit pricing, and shall be accompanied by a legible copy of the signed service report. Note that the Project Number is not considered the Purchase Order Number.
11.5. Price Adjustments
Refer to Section 4(d) – Price Adjustments of the Contract Document.
11.6. Insurance Requirements
Refer to Section 36 – Insurance of the Contract Document. The Town of Bloomfield/Board of Education shall be listed as Additional Insured.
11.7. Damage to Bloomfield and/or Personal Property:
The Contractor shall be responsible for the repair or replacement cost of any damage to Bloomfield’s and/or personal property caused by the use, misuse or negligence of the Contractor or his employees. The Contractor shall be responsible for reporting damage to Bloomfield property within seventy-two (72) hours of the occurrence. The damage shall be reported verbally and in writing.
