Sealed Bids for the construction of the Fishtown Road Pump Station Rehabilitation will be
received by the Town of Groton, at the Town Hall Annex 134 Groton Long Point Road
across from R.E. Fitch High School, Groton, Connecticut 06340-4873 until 2:00 PM on
September 15,2016, at which time the Bids received will be publicly opened and read. The
Project consists of the construction of a new submersible wastewater pump station at the site
of the existing Fishtown Road Pump Station. The work includes the installation of a precast
concrete valve chamber, pumps, grinder, piping, emergency generator and appurtenances.
Provide modifications to the existing building and site upgrades. The existing wetwell
requires modifications. Also included in the work is associated electrical and instrumental
work.

Any bid may be withdrawn prior to the above scheduled time for opening of bids. Any bid
received after the time and date specified will be returned unopened.

Copies may be obtained from the offices
of the Owner upon payment of a deposit of $100 for each set. Partial sets of Bidding
Documents will not be available. Neither the Owner nor the Engineer will be responsible for
full or partial sets of Bidding Documents, including Addenda if any, obtained from other
sources. Bidders who return full sets of the Bidding Documents in good condition within I 0
days after receipt of Bids will receive a full refund. Checks for Bidding Documents shall be
payable to the Town of Groton.

Bid security in the form of a bid bond or certified check shall be furnished in accordance
with Article 10 of the Instructions to Bidders.

Bidders shall furnish proof of qualifications to perform the Work as described in Article 5 of
the Instructions to Bidders.

Time of commencement of the Work and Contract Times for completion shall be in accordance with article 4 of the agreement.

Each bidder must submit, with his bid, security in the form of a bid bond or certified check
subject to the conditions provided in the Information for Bidders.

No bidder may withdraw his bid within 60 days after the actual date of the opening thereof.

A mandatory pre-bid conference will be held at the Town of Groton Town Hall Annex at
I 0:00 AM on August 18, 2016. Representatives of Engineer will be present to discuss the
project. Bidders are required to attend the conference.

For determination of the apparent low Bidder, Bids will be compared on the basis of the
correct total Bid price.

If the total bid price exceeds $100,000, then wage rates for this project are subject to
minimum wage rates as per the State of Connecticut Labor Department "Prevailing Wage
Rates".

The Owner reserves the right to reject any or all Bids, should the Owner deem it to be in the
public interest to do so.
