Slater Library Renovations, 26 Main Street,

Sealed bids are invited and will be received in duplicate by the Borough of Jewett City, acting on behalf of the Slater Library, until 2:00 p.m. on Thursday, September 29, 2016, to Mr. John Connelly - Warden, Borough of Jewett City, in the Front Conference Room located in the Slater Library, 26 Main Street, Jewett City, CT 06351, at which time and place they will be publicly opened and read aloud. 
The work described in the Contract Documents is the entire project, and covers the site and limited selective building demolition and the intended construction and its sequencing, including: removal and replacement of seven (7) specified mini-split heating and cooling units;; and chimney cleaning, liner installation and masonry repair work; electrical work to facilitate 
mini-split units; 
and Alternates for carpeting and carpet tile replacement , removal of, proper disposal of (existing lead based painted; patching and matching of disturbed finishes and surfaces inside and out and replacement of five (5) custom-made wood basement windows with fixed sashes, frames and trim, matching the muntin profile, size and style of the existing windows, with clear Lexan lites, and provisions for utility penetrations through dark Lexan lites as needed, and electrical work to facilitate replacement of windows. No structural modifications to the building are being done. No ACM abatement is being done. The General Contractor shall be responsible to review the outline of work and the impacts on the existing structure and its continued occupation and use.

General Contractors and Subcontractors may obtain sets of Contract Documents from the Slater Library located at 26 Main Street, Jewett City, CT from noon until 5pm Monday to Friday.  Interested Bidders may contact the Library at (860) 376-0024 in advance to arrange for pick up of the Contract Documents.  Each Bidder shall provide their contact information and submit a check for Sixty Dollars ($ 60.00) per set, payable to “Slater Library”.  Names and contacts of General Contractors who hold the Contract Documents may be shared with potential subcontractors and suppliers upon their request.   
Subcontractors may obtain Contract Documents through General Contractor(s) who are bidding, or by direct purchase from the Slater Library. They may also view the Contract Documents at the Slater Library. Subcontractors shall bid to General Contractors only. 

All Contractors and Subcontractors should review the entire set of Contract Documents to insure complete understanding of the scope of work and intended requirements to be done.  

Each General Contractor’s bid shall be accompanied by a bid security in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the bid. At the Bidder’s Option, the bid security may be either a certified check or a Bid Bond, AIA Document A310-2010, issued by a bonding company licensed to do business in the State of Connecticut, both being payable to “Borough of Jewett City”.  Prior to execution of the Contract for Construction, the successful bidder (General Contractor) shall transmit to the Owner a Performance Bond and Labor and Material Payment Bond, AIA Document A312-2010, each in an amount equal to the proposed contract price (100%).

No Bids may be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days from the receipt of bid (Bid Opening).

The Owner reserves the right to reject ANY AND ALL BIDS or to waive any informality or irregularity in any BIDS RECEIVED.

It is understood that these CONTRACT DOCUMENTS are for bidding purposes only, and are not to be used for Construction purposes without the Architect's / Engineer's written permission.

The General Contractor will comply with the anti-discrimination requirements (Title VI, Civil Rights Act, 1964, PL 88-352, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the Americans with Disabilities Act) and the prevailing State fair wage requirements (see C.G.S. 32-53(g).  
The General Contractor who is selected to perform this State project must comply with CONN. GEN. STAT. §§ 4a-60, 4a-60a, 4a-60g, and 46a-68b through 46a-68f, inclusive, as amended by June 2015 Special Session Public Act 15-5. State law requires a minimum of twenty-five (25%) percent of the state-funded portion of the contract for award to subcontractors holding current certification from the Connecticut Department of Administrative Services (“DAS”) under the provisions of CONN. GEN. STAT. § 4a-60g. (25% of the work with DAS certified Small and Minority owned businesses and 25% of that work with DAS certified Minority, Women and/or Disabled owned businesses.) The General Contractor must demonstrate good faith effort to meet the 25% set-aside goals. 
Any contract awarded on or after July 1, 2009 requires any mechanic, laborer, or worker who performs work in a classification listed on the prevailing wage rate schedule on any public works project is required to complete a ten (10) hour Federal OSHA safety and health course and provide proof of completion.
The General Contractor (or its specialty Subcontractor) must have demonstrated expertise in the restoration of old wood windows in historic buildings equal to those in this project. The Contractor’s Qualification Statement (AIA Document A305-1986) must include similar type and size projects in Part 3 Experience section with Owner and Architect contact references for Owner verification.

Proposals must be submitted in duplicate in a sealed envelope plainly marked with the appropriate title and must include the aforementioned paperwork to be considered. The project is paid for in part by State bond funds administered by The Connecticut State Library. Prevailing wages and CHRO requirements apply to this project.
