Authorized Signature – Bids must be signed by a company officer or representative authorized to make contractual commitments.

3.
Late Bids – Bids received after the date and time specified for public opening on Page 1 of this document will not be accepted.  Late bids will be returned unopened.

4.
Bid Price – Bidders shall submit pricing as outlined in the bid document.  In the event of a price discrepancy between the unit prices and extension, unit prices will govern.

5.
Bid Offer Firm – Responses to this bid, including bid prices, must remain firm for a period of 120 days from the published date for submission of bids.  Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) on behalf of (“owner”) shall not be liable for any costs incurred by the bidder in the preparation of this bid.

Rejection Qualified Bids – Bids are subject to rejection in whole or in part if they limit or modify any of the terms and or specifications set forth herein.

 A.
Entire Agreement - The terms and conditions of this contract constitute the entire agreement between parties hereto and supersede all previous agreements, promises or representations whether written or oral.  This contract may not be changed, altered or modified except by an instrument in writing signed by a duly authorized representative of both parties.

 B.
Acceptance - The Contractor agrees to and accepts the terms and conditions stated herein.

 C.
Payment Terms - Payment for services provided to Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) are net 90 days upon receipt of invoice, unless otherwise agreed to in writing by both parties.

 D.
Tax Exempt - Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) is exempt from Connecticut Sales Tax under G.S. Sect. 12-412, Federal Excise Taxes, and the provisions of the Federal Robinson-Patman Act.

 E.
Applicable Law - The Contractor shall comply with all Federal, State and local laws, standards and regulations applicable to the services being provided under this contract.  The Contractor shall defend and save the O, R&L Facilities Management on behalf of (“owner”) harmless against any actions or claims brought against it for losses, costs, or damages by reason of actual or alleged infringements of letter of patent.

Default by the Contractor - If the Contractor defaults or otherwise fails to comply with any of the terms, conditions and provisions set forth in this contract or in any of the attachments which are part of this contract, Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) may elect to pursue any one or more of the following remedies in any combination or sequence:

Employment of Workers – In the employment of mechanics, laborers, or workmen to perform the work specified herein, preference shall be given to residents of this state who are, and continuously have been residents of this state for at least six months, and if no such person is available, then to residents of other states.

INTENT
Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) intends to contract with an experienced and qualified contractor(s) to perform Snow Removal from the above referenced location in Hartford County, CT.

2. 
SCOPE OF SERVICES
The successful Contractor(s) shall be required to provide all labor, materials, equipment, and supplies that may be required to properly perform all services under this contract. 

Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) reserves the right to solicit quotations, under separate bid, for repair work not covered under Snow Removal if deemed to be in its best interest.

3.
MANDATORY SITE INSPECTIONS
There will be a mandatory site inspection 10/11/2014 at 11:00 am. Contractors will meet at 30 Trinity Street Hartford, CT. in the rear entrance on the loading dock. Mandatory site inspections are required by all bidders prior to submission of a bid proposal to compare the sites to the specifications and to acquaint themselves with existing site conditions. All bidders shall be required to attend the site prior to bid submittal.

Prospective bidders and the Building Maintenance Supervisor at each site must sign in the spaces provided on the Site Verification Form-Attachment A, for each site upon which a bid is submitted.  Bids received without the signatures of the bidder and the Building Maintenance Supervisor as a verification of attendance at the site inspection will not be considered.

Prospective bidders must adhere to the following:

· Check-in with the guard at the main entrance of each site PRIOR TO specified times.

· Be prompt.  Prospective bidders will not be allowed to view the site(s) or be briefed at other than the time(s) designated.

· Coordinate site inspections with subcontractors as deemed necessary by the bidder.

· Verifying equipment inventory at each site.
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SECTION 1 - GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

4. 
BID PRICES
Prospective bidders shall quote prices as outlined in the Bid Price Proposal Section of this bid. Prices quoted must include all costs associated with performance of this contract, including travel. Bid prices must remain firm throughout the contract term.  
5.
MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS
The Contractor and Contractor's personnel must be licensed by the State of Connecticut to perform the work outlined in this contract. Contractor shall be solely responsible for

Obtaining all licenses and permits necessary to perform work under this contract. 
· Bidder's must provide a list of employees and copies of their driver’s licenses and

Certifications with bid submittal. Such list must be updated as necessary to show

Current employees.
6. 
SUBCONTRACTORS
The subcontractors must be listed on the Subcontractors Form- Section 7 of this bid.  The prime contractor shall be responsible for all work performed by its subcontractors. Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) will make contract payments to the prime contractor only. The prime Contractor shall indemnify and hold-harmless Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the(“owner”) from any and all activities related to services provided by their sub-contractor.

7. 
MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS
The Contractor shall submit Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) proposed upon the contract  

Award. The Contractor shall provide updated MSDS to the Building Supervisor when chemicals are provided.

8. 
BIDDER CAPABILITIES
Prospective bidders must have sufficient licensed staff, vehicles, and inventory to meet the needs Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”). Bidders must demonstrate their capability to (a) meet contract response times and (b) respond to calls for service at multiple locations concurrently.

9.
BID EVALUATION AND AWARD
Bids will be evaluated based on the requirements set forth in this Request for Quotation Document which shall include, but not be limited to: price, compliance with bid requirements and specifications, bidder's skill and experience as determined by licenses and certifications, staffing levels, availability of required parts and equipment, bidder’s proximity to the locations bid on, and prior performance.

This bid will be awarded to the lowest responsible bidder by location, groups of locations or total bid, whichever is deemed to be in the best interest of Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”).

10. 
PARTS AND WORKMANSHIP
A. All work shall be performed by experienced, skilled and licensed personnel. All work shall be of a quality consistent with a good trade practice and shall be performed in a neat, professional manner. Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) reserves the right to reject any work, which, in its opinion, has been performed in a substandard, dangerous or unserviceable manner.
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SECTION 1 - GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

The Contractor shall correct said deficiencies, or damage to property in a satisfactory manner, at no extra cost to Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”).  O, R&L reserves the right to repair any property damage using its own resources, and back charge the contractor as may be required.

11. 
SITE CONDITIONS
A. SAFETY - All work must be performed in a safe manner. The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, immediately correct any dangerous conditions caused by or resulting from Contractor's work, which Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) believes to be hazardous to persons or property.

B. 
PARKING - Parking of Contractor's vehicles shall be the responsibility of the vehicle owner and done at the risk of the vehicle owner. 

C.
DAMAGE TO FACILITIES - The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, repair, replace or otherwise remedy any damage to the property or surrounding structures caused by the Contractor during the duration of this contract.  The Contractor shall correct said deficiencies, or damage to property in a satisfactory manner, at no extra cost to Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”).  O, R&L reserves the right to repair any property damage using its own resources, and back-charge the contractor as may be required.

12. 
CONTRACTOR'S CONDUCT
The Contractor shall be courteous, polite and adhere to proper conduct at all times. Proper conduct is meant to include, but is not limited to the following rules: 

A. No weapons, drugs or alcohol on the premises.

B. No smoking in any facility.

C. No use telephones, desks, equipment, etc…

D. No exterior doors shall be left open or unlocked.

WORK ORDERS AUTHORIZATION
Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”) utilizes a computerized work order database system to assist in maintaining its facilities.  All requests not covered under snow removal will require a Work Order number prior to commencement of work.  Work Order numbers are generated and issued by Owens, Renz & Lee Facilities Management as agent for the (“owner”). Work Order numbers must be referenced on all Contractor’s job tickets and invoices to assure payment for services performed.

NOTE:  Work Order numbers shall not be required for routine snow removal work.
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SECTION 1 - GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

14.
PAYMENT FOR SERVICES
A.
Payments will be made in arrears, and only for properly documented invoices, which shall include:

· Vendor Invoice

·  Job Field Ticket which shall include: (a) site address, date and name of personnel; (b) amount of snowfall in inches (excluding items specified in Paragraph 5, Section 1) according to CT Weather Center Snowfall Report.

· B.
Snow Removal - Payments for snow removal will be made within 90 days of service and only after all snow removal at the location is completed
· Invoicing will be split equally between both 18/20 Trinity Street and 30 Trinity Street.
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SECTION 2 - GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

1. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

A. Contractor to remove and keep clear snow and ice from all parking areas,  walkways, sidewalks, loading dock areas, and entrance to the Property at all times.  This includes shoveling or snow blowing all sidewalks, steps, and Property entrances.  

B. Contractor to supply all labor, snowplows, front-end loaders, dump trucks, shovels, snow blowers, sand spreaders (hand & truck), and safety equipment.  
C. Contractor will ensure that walkways, loading dock areas, and parking lots should be sufficiently clear to permit occupancy of the Property no later than 6:00AM, Monday through Friday.

D. Contractor shall activate service in accordance with, but not limited to, the following guidelines:

1) Snowfall during the workday – During the normal workday, from 6:00AM to 6:00PM, plowing of all paved areas and entrance and clearing of all walk ways should begin once snow has accumulated (approximately 1”) to permit access and movement of staff if snowfall occurs during the workday.  Contractor will not interfere with staff in their day-to-day business.  During the normal workday, it is also the Contractor’s responsibility to return to the Property to keep the entrances, drive aisles, and sidewalks free from ice and snow.  At no time during the workday should there be more than two (2) inches of snow on the entrances, drive aisles, and sidewalks.  Sanding/salting of all paved areas, entrances, and application of ice melt to walkways will be required after plowing and clearing is completed.

2) Snowfall outside Workday Hours – From the hours of 6:00PM through 6:00AM on Monday through Friday and at all times on Saturday and Sunday, the two-inch rule does not apply.
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3) Slippery Conditions Anytime – When surfaces are slippery and/or temperatures are at or below freezing, ice melt must be spread on sidewalks and walkways and a sand/salt combination must be spread on parking areas.

4) Charges for Services – The contractor will bill one all-inclusive price (as noted on Exhibit A) to cover the cost of plowing, shoveling, and snowplowing during and after a snowstorm based on the total snowfall; the Contractor will not submit additional charges for “during storm clean-up”.  The contractor will bill for sanding/salting and ice melt based on the number and/or type of applications made.

5) Contractor will pile snow in areas approved by Owner or Owner’s Agent.

6) Additional moving or removal of snow which will incur additional charges associated with Contractor’s use of a pay loader and/or dump truck must first be approved by Owner’s Agent.  

7) Contractor is responsible for damage to property (signs, railings, light poles, fences, trees, monitoring wells, curbing, plants, planters, and grass) resulting from Contractor’s services.  
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SECTION 2 - GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

Contractor will inspect Property for pre-existing damage and submit a report detailing all pre-existing damage by October 23, 2014.  Owner’s Agent must accept this report by faxing said initialed report to Contractor.

8) Contractor is required to install curb indicators before first snowfall. Contractor will not submit any charge for curb indicators.

9) Contractor is required to make arrangements satisfactory to Owner’s Agent to repair damage to Property and to remove all curb indicators before final payment and/or contract termination/expiration.

10) In addition, Contractor shall provide emergency telephone numbers (see Exhibit A) that may be called any time, 24 hours a day, and seven days a week.  Contractor will respond within one hour to any call made by owner for snow removal services.

2. MISCELLANEOUS

1. This Agreement and the Contract Documents shall constitute the entire agreement of the parties and shall supersede any other agreements that may exist between the parties as of the date hereof.  To the extent any provision of any of the Contract Documents is inconsistent with any of these General Conditions, these General Conditions shall govern.

2. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the state in which the property is located.

3. All notices to be given pursuant to or in connection with this Agreement, whether required to given hereunder or not, shall be in writing and delivered by (a) certified mail, return receipt requested, or (b) by messenger, with acknowledgment of receipt returned to sender, to Contractor or Owner’s Agent, as may be the case, at their respective addresses set forth in the Agreement.
