INVITATION FOR BIDS
Sealed Bids for the Replacement of CTDOT Bridge No. 066006, Marjorie Circle over Jeremy River Bid #2017-01 will be received by the Town of Hebron at the office of the Issuing Office until 10:00 AM local time on December 9, 2016 at which time the Bids received will be publicly opened and read aloud. The Project consists of bridge replacement and associated road reconstruction.
Bids will be received for a single prime Contract. Bids shall be on a lump sum and unit price basis as indicated in the Bid Form.
The Issuing Office is: Town Manager, 15 Gilead Street, Hebron, Connecticut 06248 (860-228-5971). Prospective Bidders may examine the Bidding Documents at the Issuing Office on or after November 14, 2016, Monday, Tuesday, or Wednesday from 8:00 AM to 4:00 PM; Thursday from 8:00 AM to 6:00 PM; Friday from 8:00 AM to 1:00 PM, and may obtain copies of the Bidding Documents from the Issuing Office as described below.
Printed copies of the Bidding Documents may be obtained from the Issuing Office, during the hours indicated above, upon payment of a non-refundable fee of $150 for each set. Checks for Bidding Documents shall be payable to “Town of Hebron”. There will be an additional charge of $20.00 for mailing. To receive the documents via package services, send a completed pre-paid pickup label from either UPS or FEDEX to the Issuing Office.
The date that the Bidding Documents are transmitted by the Issuing Office will be considered the Bidder’s date of receipt of the Bidding Documents. Partial sets of Bidding Documents will not be available from the Issuing Office. Neither Owner nor Engineer will be responsible for full or partial sets of Bidding Documents, including Addenda if any, obtained from sources other than the Issuing Office.
A pre-bid conference will be held at 2:00 PM local time on November 30, 2016 in the Community Room of the Douglas Library, 22 Main Street Hebron, Connecticut. Attendance at the pre-bid conference is highly encouraged but is not mandatory.
Bids must be accompanied by a Bid Bond or a certified check in the amount of five percent of the Bid.
The successful Bidder will be required to provide Performance and Payment Bonds each in the amount of one hundred percent of the Contract Price.
The successful Bidder shall comply with the requirements of Prevailing Wage Rate Laws in accordance with Section 31-51 of the Connecticut General Statutes.
Bidders are advised that both the Department Of Administrative Services Prequalification Certificate and Update (Bid) Statement must accompany the Bid if the Bid exceeds $500,000. (C.G.S. 4b-91 as amended).
The Contract Documents require affirmative action of the Contractor and subcontractors to ensure equal employment opportunity as noted in Governor's Executive Orders 3 and 17.
The Owner is exempt from payment of Sales and Use Taxes on all materials and equipment to be incorporated in the Work. These taxes shall not be included in the Bid.
The Contractor who is selected to perform this State project must comply with C.G.S. § 4a-60, 4a-60a, 4a-60g, and 46a-68b through 46a-68f, inclusive, as amended by June 2015 Special Session Public Act 15-5.
State law requires a minimum of twenty-five (25%) percent of the state-funded portion of the contract for award to subcontractors holding current certification from the Connecticut Department of Administrative Services (“DAS”) under the provisions of C.G.S. § 4a-60g, as amended. (25% of the work with DAS certified Small and Minority owned businesses and 25% of that work with DAS certified Minority, Women and/or Disabled owned businesses.) The Contractor must demonstrate good faith effort to meet the 25% set-aside goals. 
For municipal public works contracts and quasi-public agency projects, the Contractor must file a written or electronic non-discrimination certification with the Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities. Forms can be found at:

Local Business Preference Option:  Consideration will be afforded to any local bidders having submitted a bid that is not more than five (5) percent higher than the lowest responsible bid. In accordance with the Town’s Ordinance Providing for Local Preference (Chapter 11, Article 1), a local bidder (having a principal business located in Hebron,) may be awarded the bid provided such Town-based bidder agrees to accept the award of the bid at the amount proffered by the lowest most responsible bidder. (Note: Local Bidder Preference shall not apply when the bid in question involves a cooperative purchasing agreement between the Town and either other municipalities, consortiums or the State of Connecticut.)
Unless provided for by the Instructions to Bidders, no Bid may be withdrawn until sixty days after the Bid Opening.  The Town reserves the right to: reject any or all Bids; waive informalities or defects in Bids; make extensions to review Bids; and accept the Bid(s) that, in the Town's judgment, will be in its best interests.
