Each bidder will be required to submit to the Office of the First Selectman, their original proposal with two (2) copies and a bid
bond or cashier’s check in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the base bid. Each bidder shall honor the bid price for ninety (90)
business days from the date of the bid opening, without modification. Upon award of the bid, the winning bidder shall be bound
by the bid proposal price throughout the contract period.

The minimum rates to be paid labor of the various classifications on this project shall be in accordance with current schedule of
Prevailing Wages as established by the State of Connecticut, Department of Labor, Wage and Workplace Standards Division; and
the Federal wage rates (Davis-Bacon Act) by the US Department of Labor as may be revised 10 days prior to bid opening.
