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1. General Partnership Proposal. All elements of partnership other than those to be included in the sales proposal below.

2. Sale Proposal. A Sale Proposal must be submitted if a prospective partner is proposing that UConn purchase instruments. The Sale Proposal must be consistent with the following:
A. Instrument Specifications
1. List the proposed instruments
2. Explain how the proposed instruments will meet the specifications in this RFP. 
3. Include any additional specifications that your proposed instruments will meet. 

B. Price
1. List the proposed price for each instrument.
2. Show all discounts being applied to the list price. 
3. If applicable, state any deadline by which UConn must order or accept delivery of instruments in order to maintain the proposed pricing. Please note that UConn does not anticipate ordering instruments for at least 60 days following submission of Proposals and UConn does not anticipate accepting delivery until the IPB is complete.

C. Inclusions in Price
1. State whether your proposed price includes the following:
◦ 	Delivery to a loading dock
◦ 	Delivery to the installation site
◦ 	Incoterm rule that will govern shipping (including whether payment of import duties is included)
◦ 	Installation (excluding any building alterations, as these will be conducted by UConn)
◦ 	Software, as described below
◦ 	Maintenance

D. Payments
1. Provide the milestones at which it is proposed that instrument payments be made. 
◦ 	What % upon Delivery?
◦ 	What % upon Installation?
◦ 	What % upon Acceptance?
◦	Other milestones?
2. Please note that UConn does not anticipate making any payments for an instrument prior to its delivery and anticipates holding at least 20% of the purchase price for an instrument until it is “Accepted” as provided below and in the Draft Purchase Contract. 
3. Provide the number of days UConn will have as a “Testing Period.” “Acceptance” of an instrument will only occur (and payment for that instrument will only be made) after the Testing Period. Please note that UConn anticipates a testing Period of at least 90 days for each instrument. 

E. Software
1. Any terms and conditions that will govern UConn’s use of the Software necessary to use the Instruments as specified. 
2. Please note: UConn should be granted a perpetual license to (i) use such software in conjunction with the Instruments, (ii) allow third parties to use such software in conjunction with the Instruments, and (iii) install and use such software on devices in order to analyze data collected on an Instrument.  
3. Provide any information technology UConn must have in place in order to utilize the Instruments and software. 
4. If software requires the storage of data on non-UConn servers (such as the “cloud”) please provide the security protocols in place for those storage locations.  
5. Whether software updates and/or upgrades are included (and for how many years).
6. If a fee is proposed for use, maintenance, updates, and/or upgrades of the software (in addition to the instrument costs described above):
◦ 	The amount of the fee proposed
◦ 	Whether a fee-free period is proposed
◦ 	Whether the proposed fee is annual, monthly, or otherwise

F. Warranty
