Streetscape features will also be added coupled with the relocation of the New Britain local bus hub (Central Station) from Bank Street to Columbus Boulevard. The westerly project limits begin at the intersection of Columbus Boulevard and Main Street at station 100+50, with the easterly limit extending approximately 500 feet past the Main St and Bank Street intersection at station 113+28.00 (approximately 105 feet east of the Harry Truman Overpass) on Columbus Boulevard. The eastern limit corresponds to the proposed CTDOT pedestrian mid-block crosswalk connecting to the CTDOT multi-use trail on the north side of Columbus Boulevard. The southerly limit includes Bank Street between Main Street and Columbus Boulevard at station 500+70.89. These project limits encompass approximately 1,200 linear feet of roadway on Columbus Avenue, and 550 linear feet on Bank Street.

The Contractor must ensure that employees and applicants for employment are not discriminated against because of their race, sex, religions, color or national origin.
