	Project Description:
	Design-Build Criteria Architect (DBCA) services for the design and construction of a New Data Center for the State of Connecticut, Department of Administrative Services (CT DAS) location at Russell Road in Newington, CT. The project new state of the art data center is a design-build and includes site improvements, utilities and new construction. The new facility used by the Department of Administrative Services (CT DAS) is approximately 25,000 gross sq. ft. to include but not limited to 11,000 sq. ft. of conditioned space, 5,000 sq. ft. for electrical/ mechanical capacity, 4,700 sq. ft for print rooms, 250 sq. ft for lab room, storage room and loading dock. Also allow for a minimum for twenty-five (25) staff parking spaces. Office space will be an open floor plan for technical staff of approximately twenty-four (24) and enclosed offices for administrative staff of four (4). This facility is a single phase I project. 

Additionally, the prospective DCBA shall also identify their “Key Personnel” that can demonstrate Design & Construction experience with the following:

1. Data Centers and related facilities;

2. Compliance knowledge of the requirements of the CT DCS Capital Projects High Performance Buildings Guidelines (www.ct.gov/dpw) which includes, but is not limited to, the following:

2.1 Building Commissioning (Cx) Process;

2.3 Minimum energy performance of 21% better than the most current requirements of CT State Building Code or ASHRAE 90.1-2004, whichever is more stringent;

	Designated Services:
	Design-Build Criteria Architect (DBCA) shall provide professional oversight services of the Design-Builder‘s compliance with the requirements of D-B Request For Proposal (RFP) for both the Design/Construction Phase of the project. 

The selected DBCA shall have and demonstrate extensive knowledge, current experience with, and responsibility for providing complete knowledge in Design Build projects and Construction Administration Services on facilities of similar size and complexity and for High Density Computing with a reliability factor of a Tier 3 environment based on Uptime Institute rating in data centers facilities.

The team shall have an experience mechanical/electrical engineer and vendor must have the Electrical/Mechanical In-house staff with newly designed state of the art data centers.

As the Owner’s representative, the selected Firm/Team shall provide Expertise in Areas such as, but not limited to, the following types of DBCA Services:

Programming:
Generally, the scope of the DBCA's services during this phase will include the following:

1. The Programming requires the prospective DBCA to engage the services of a programmer with the knowledge and experience for this specialized type of facility; the preparation of the (RFP) Package.
Design Builder Proposal Evaluation Phase:
Assist CT DCS with the review and evaluation of the proposals submitted by short-listed Design Builders.  The DBCA evaluation of each proposal will address:

1. Design Features -  Including compliance with the RFP, aesthetics, site planning;
2. Technical Features – including quality of systems, equipment and materials;
3. Schedule – including contract time and CPM schedule

Design Review Phase:

Review all design submittals provided by the Design Builder and provide written comments to CT DCS.  Provide CT DCS with a “Constructability Review” report of the design documents at the Design Development stage. The report will address site work and utility connections, soil conditions as reported by the Design Builder, structure, building construction, waterproofing and MEP systems. 
Construction Phase:

1. During the construction phase the DBCA will act as the Department of Construction Services’ Representative to administer the State’s Construction Contract with the design-build Developer;

21. Construction services will be full time. Approximately 16 month duration.

The Selected DCBA shall be responsible for reviewing all required Construction Documents and for providing comments/recommendations to CT DCS for the entire Project. 

The Selected DBCA shall bear the review responsibility for all contracts and associated documents with regard to compliance with the issues noted above.

The Selected DBCA shall monitor all required Permitting [i.e.: Environmental, Utilities, moth-balling et al], all utility connections and restoration of telecommunications and various interconnected Building Systems at the new data center. 

IMPORTANT: 

1. No members of the D-B Criteria Architect’s Team selected for this contract shall be allowed to contract for services with any Shortlisted D-B Proposer or their D-B Team Members for the duration of time necessary to execute a contract with the selected D-B Proposer.

2. No members of the D-B Criteria Architect’s Team selected for this contract shall be allowed to contract for services with the selected D-B Proposer or D-B Proposer Team Members for the duration time necessary to complete this Project’s Work.



	Commissioning (Cx) Designated Services: 
	The DCBA shall also provide the services of a Commissioning Authority or Agent (CxA).

Commissioning Authority or Agent (CxA):
The CxA (to be identified in the QBS Submittal Booklet as Key Personnel) is an independent third party, not otherwise associated with the Design-Builder’s A/E or Construction team members and shall be contracted by the DCBA.  The CxA leads, plans, schedules, coordinates, and implements a commissioning process of the Design-Builder’s A/E’s consultants and the Contractors for both the Design / Construction Phase.

Qualifications: 
In addition to the QBS Submittal Booklets Requirements all prospective DBCA’s shall submit resumes for the Key Personnel member (See Division 7 –CT330 Part I, Section E:   Resumes for Key Personnel Proposed for the Contract) that has the experience with the scope of work, complexity, and dollar value of this Project. The Commissioning Authority shall also be required to be:

· Certified as a commissioning agent by the Building Commissioning Association or the Association of Energy Engineers, 
AND
· A Connecticut Professional Engineer OR has a Connecticut S-1 license (See Connecticut Department of Consumer Protection Occupational & Professional Licensing Division).




	LEED Accredited Professional (AP) Designated Services:
	The DCBA shall also provide the services of a LEED Accredited Professional (AP).

LEED Accredited Professional (AP):
The LEED AP (to be identified in the QBS Submittal Booklet as Key Personnel) is an independent third party, not otherwise associated with the Design-Builder’s A/E or Construction team members and shall be contracted by the DBCA.  The LEED AP reviews and provides construction oversight the LEED process of the Design-Builder’s A/E’s consultants and the Contractors for both the Design / Construction Phase.

Qualifications: In addition to the QBS Submittal Booklets Requirements all prospective DBCA’s shall submit resumes for the Key Personnel member (See Division 7 –CT330 Part I, Section E:   Resumes for Key Personnel Proposed for the Contract) that has the experience with the scope of work, complexity, and dollar value of this Project. The LEED Accredited Professional (AP) shall also be required to be:

· LEED AP shall be accredited for New Construction by the Green Building Certification Institute.

The noted $50,000 or greater value is based on Executive order #7C dated July 13, 2006. The Contract award is based first on a selection of the highest qualifications and second on the negotiation of a fair and reasonable fee.  For the screening phase of the this selection the following are the rating point weights for the screening criteria categories:
For selection procedure to determine the DBCA and Consultant Team, the following are the rating point weights for the RFQ screening criteria categories:

Amplification Notes: 

1. Recent experience is considered five years or less.

2. In order to receive a rating of highly responsive for Criteria no.1 the examples cited will include design build projects of similar size and scope and the DBCA will include examples of recent data center of, high density, facilities.

3. For Criteria No. 1 respondents will be considered minimally responsive if none of the examples cited include a design build project.

4. In order to receive a rating of highly responsive for Criteria No. 2 the DBCA Team will have one or more DBIA-certified key personnel.

5. In order to receive a rating of highly responsive for Criteria No. 4 the design build team partners will demonstrate experience working together on other design build projects.
