THIS NOTICE IS FOR INFORMATIONAL PURPOSES ONLY.  THIS ACQUISITION WILL BE FUNDED BY THE STATE OF CONNECTICUT – HEALTH INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY EXCHANGE (HITE-CT) AS PART OF THE ONC STATE HEALTH INFORMATION (STATE HIE) EXCHANGE COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT PROGRAM. 

HITE-CT, requires a Hosted Health Information Exchange Service Provider to support HITE-CT area providers, to improve the quality and reduce the costs of healthcare within the state.  In order to support this project and future growth, HITE-CT plans to establish an XDS Document Sharing Infrastructure for the Health Information Exchange within Connecticut, along with NHIN Direct support (provider directory and identity management) for those providers unable to connect to the exchange or otherwise seeking a point-to-point exchange.  This state-wide information exchange will connect to XDS-based document sharing capabilities already in place in some of the Connecticut communities using the Cross-Community Access (XCA) as appropriate. HITE-CT intends to establish this infrastructure through a hosted service-based environment. 

Value added services may be sought to support such as ePrescribing, electronic health records, personal health records, order management, etc.  While no single provider may offer all services, we encourage collaborative responses to the proposal.
